Eligibility Requirements: 
1. Applicants must be children, grandchildren or great grandchildren of a current member of the Saunders County Livestock & Ag Association for at least three (3) consecutive years.
2. The applicant must be a current high school senior graduating in the spring at a high school located within Saunders County or counties contiguous to Saunders County. 
3. The applicant must be furthering their education at an institution of higher learning.  Preference will be given to those studying in a field related to agriculture (in the broadest  sense, examples: banking, food science, teaching, human nutrition and health care), but  all fields of study will be considered. 
4. The applicant must complete an application form. 
5. If selected as a finalist, the applicant might be asked to do a personal interview with designated members of the Saunders County Livestock & Ag Association Board of Directors. 
6.
