Three 10 End games. Entry Fee $15/player ($45 per team). First bowls at 10:00 am. Expected time
allocation per game is 90 minutes.

Game 1 matches determined by draw. Subsequent Games: high vs. high regardless of club
affiliations.

One game before lunch (barbecue lunch option. Price/person TBA)
Game 2 to start at 1:00 pm sharp. Game 3 to start at 2:45 pm
No trial Ends. The First End of Game No.1 will count a maximum of two points.

First End mat determined by a coin toss (winnet's choice), the Winner of the preceding End shall
take the mat, roll the Jack and bowl first.

In case of a Frozen Jack or Tied End, one point awarded to each Team. End counted as played.
No Dead Ends.

a) If the Jack is struck and moved outside the bounds of the rink, the jack is to be placed two metres
from the ditch and on the centre line.

b) If the Jack is struck and moved into the ditch (within the rink bounds), a marker is to be placed
immediately above the Jack position.

c) If the ditched Jack is outside of the rink bounds, the two meter centre line applies (8 a)

The Skip is the only team member who may visit the Head, prior to delivering a bowl, and only once
per End.

Maximum 15 shots score — additional shots to count as a plus.

Plus Points scored count in the event of a Tie after the 2nd and 3rd Games. If still tied, total points
scored against breaks the tie.

If tied after 10 Ends, play extra End to decide winner only. Score not to count. Coin tossed to decide
who is first.

Any neutral Skip may act as Umpire.
World Bowls rules apply except as listed above.
