Program: TRACKS School Programs & Camp Programs 
Work term: 35 hours/week for 8 weeks between July and August

Program Description 

TRACKS facilitates dynamic, land-based youth programming that braids multiple knowledges by centering Indigenous 
ways of knowing and being. We are based on Michi Saagiig Anishnaabeg territory, hosted by Trent University within the 
Indigenous Environmental Studies and Sciences Program (IESS). We deliver both free programming with First Nations 
and urban Indigenous community partners as well as a series of fee-for-service camps and workshops for both 
Indigenous and non-Indigenous youth. TRACKS delivers its programming in a diversity of forms including camps, 
classroom and in community-workshops, the Oshkwazin Trailblazers Program, outreach events, special projects, 
placement and volunteer opportunities. 
 
 

Position Details 

TRACKS Summer Programs Instructors facilitate week-long day camps in July and August. These programs involve both 
Indigenous knowledge and STEM content. All TRACKS programming takes place within a 100km radius of Peterborough, 
or at Trent University. 
 

Key Responsibilities 
Program Delivery and Development 

• Participate in mandatory staff training 

• Maintain regular office hours in communication with the Camp Lead, Programs Manager, and other TRACKS 
leaders as needed 

• Deliver hands-on, educational STEM (Science, Math, Engineering and Technology) and Indigenous knowledge 
programming for youth ages 4-12 

• Maintain inclusive educational spaces and serve as a positive role model while representing TRACKS 

• Serve as a positive role model for all youth 

• Assist with ongoing development and adaptation of workshops and summer programs, with support from the 

Camp Lead and Senior Instructors. 



• Assist with the development and adaptation of curriculum tailored to different learning styles and age groups, 

with support from the Camp Lead and Senior Instructors. 

• Maintain materials and camp supplies.  

• Represent TRACKS at various outreach or community events 

• Contribute to the future of the program by participating in evaluation, providing feedback and sharing success 
stories on a regular basis 

• Be willing to travel occasionally to First Nation communities 

• Other duties as assigned by the Camp Lead, Programs Manager, or other TRACKS leaders 

• Receive mentoring from the Camp Lead and Senior Instructors 

 

Required Skills and Qualifications 
• Experience with, or significant awareness of, Indigenous cultural knowledge  

• Strong background/interest in STEM subjects and content 

• Experience working with/delivering educational programming for youth under the age of 14 

• Basic computer skills such as word processing, video conferencing and email communication 

• Strong independent work ethic and reliability 

• Ability to take direction and feedback 

• Strong teamwork and willingness to collaborate with others  

• Reliable and respectful communication towards coworkers and supervisors 

• Experience with conflict resolution 

• Willing to work a flexible schedule, with the occasional evening or weekend hours 

• Successful candidates will be required to submit a Police Vulnerable Sector Check prior to employment 

• Successful candidates must also meet all of the eligibility requirements for youth participants via Canada 
Summer Jobs funding

• Experience in developing and delivering InSTEM programming 

• Valid driver’s license and access to vehicle 

• Background in environmental science, math, or other science discipline 

• Background in coding 

• Experience working in classrooms, summer camps and/or youth programs
