I                             
have been a student of the Negro problem and have read your writings throughout.                           
There is so much similarity between the position of the Untouchables in India and of                             
the position of the Negroes in America that the study of the latter is not only the                                 
natural but necessary.  

I was very much interested to read that the Negroes of America have filed a                             
petition to the U.N.O. The Untouchables of India are also thinking of following suit.                           
Will you be so good to secure for me two or three copies of this representation by                                 
the Negroes and send them to my address. I need hardly say how very grateful I shall                                 
be for your troubles in this behalf.
