After that, you will have lunch at an authentic Egyptian restaurant then
head over to the Egyptian Museum, in the heart of historic Downtown
Cairo, overlooking the infamous Tahrir Square. After relishing over the
magnificent ancient Egyptian artifacts and treasures, transfer for a
quick visit to Khan El Khalili Bazaar if there is time. Then, you will go
back to your hotel.
