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Children Sunday school Rules and Consequences

The Children Sunday school Parent Committee recognizes the safety of its students is of utmost importance. In order to guarantee your child and other children in the school a safe, enjoyable experience, the committee is utilizing the following discipline policy. 

The children Sunday school parent committee and teachers believes that children can behave appropriately. The committee will not tolerate a child stopping teachers, staff or other students from having a beneficial experience. 

Children Sunday school RULES:

1. Children must listen when spoken to and raise hands and wait to be called when they want to talk
2. Children are expected to keep their hands and feet to themselves. 
3. Children are to be respectful to staff and other students. 
4. Children are required to obey all school rules as directed by teachers and staff. 
5. Children will be respectful of the church property and materials.  
6. Children must use appropriate language at all times.

If a child chooses to break a rule, the following will apply:

1st consequence: Verbal Warning 
2nd consequence: Time-Out for 15 minutes 
3rd consequence: loss of in-school privileges and think about it sheet (the kid take home a sheet, write about what he/she did wrong and how he/she is going to fix it Parent must sign the sheet). Parents will also be asked to sit with their child until the behavior is fixed.
4th consequence: Parent and the child meet with the Priest and Director of Discipline to discuss the child misbehavior and the child served with think about it sheet (the child take home a sheet, write about what he/she did wrong and how he/she is going to fix it, parent must sign the sheet). If the disruptive behavior persists, a family meeting may be called by the priest and director of discipline, at which time the best action or resolution will be determined which may include loss of school privilege or expulsion from class for one Sunday.

Severe disruptions immediately go to 4th consequence. This occurs if a child severely disrupts, willfully harms property or person, refuses to obey staff or engages in actions that stop the teacher or other students from learning. Children who follow the rules could possibly earn: special privileges, verbal praise and prizes. 
Guidance to staff members
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All staff and volunteers who work with children in St. Mary Church programs are expected to follow established procedures for dealing with behavioral concerns, and to treat every child with dignity and respect.
· Staff and volunteers must be thoroughly familiar with appropriate disciplinary techniques as outlined in the rules and regulations for all misbehaviors involving children and youth.
· Disciplinary action is to be carried out only by teachers and committee members. 
· No one may spank, hit, or use any type of physical discipline with children. 
· Only registered children are allowed in classrooms. No children below the age limit will be allowed to attend the classes. No Exception
· Teachers and committee members only discuss child behavior with their parents. This is a private matter and should only be dealt privately.
· Parents are solely responsible for their child behavior and discipline. Teachers and committee members only have limited time to influence the children character.
