1. Please describe the process for identifying students who will be participating in the program (include number served, grade levels, referral process).  Approximate number of Summer School Students: 430
The process for identification will be slightly different than the norm, as we would like to include all new and returning kindergarten through fifth grade students in the “jump start” session.

2. Please describe how the staff will be selected (include numbers of certified/classified and student teacher ratio).

All certified staff, kindergarten through fifth will be included in the “jump start” session. The ratio of students to classroom teachers will be projected at 18 or less. 
3. Write a brief description of the Summer School program including: subject areas, professional development, delivery of instruction, and specific academic programs/models if applicable and if you will be providing transportation (contact FCPS transportation immediately with a manifest of students) and if you will be utilizing the summer food program through LFUCG (breakfast and lunch).

Northern Elementary will offer a three day “Jump Start” program for all new and returning students grade K-5.  The purpose of the program is to create a modified school day schedule in order to introduce, model, practice, and reinforce Northern expectations, along with pre-assessing and pre-teaching specifically in the areas of reading, writing and math. The MST, SRI and other diagnostic assessments will be administered during this window of time. Teachers will have the opportunity to teach Northern expectations along with opportunities to introduce Core Content and the Program of Studies at the respective grade levels. We will use grade level meetings and after school planning prior to the conclusion of this year, along with one professional development day in June for the purpose of identifying specific learning targets for those three days.
4. How will your program be evaluated for success? (Include description of Pre/Post data. Data must be entered into IC at the conclusion of your program)
We will evaluate the success of the program through pre, during, and post data collection.  Pre-assessment data will reflect the results of the SRI, MST and other diagnostic assessments currently used at Northern.  These will be administered as appropriate K-5 at the beginning of the “Jump Start”. Informal assessments will be administered and data collected during the three day period as part of daily instruction and will continue to be used regularly throughout the school year.  These assessments may take the form of entry/exit slips and student work samples.  Post assessment data will take the form of flashbacks and KCCT like assessments and will be collected as a follow-up to the “Jump Start” in early September.
