Shillito Park land was partly purchased and partly donated to the community. Shillito Department Store, based in Cincinnati, made possible the donation of part of the property.  Shillito’s became Lazarus, now Macy’s, currently owned by Federated Department Stores. 
John Shillito & Co. (commonly known as Shillito's) was Cincinnati's first department store. It was founded by John Shillito and William McLaughlin in 1832 as "McLaughlin & Shillito", but their partnership soon broke up. In 1857, Shillito, now operating on his own, built a store on Fourth Street, designed by James W. McLaughlin. In 1878, Shillito's moved to a new landmark building on Seventh and Race, also designed by James McLaughlin. But business was not as good as had been hoped, and in 1930 Shillito's was bought by the F&R Lazarus Co., which became a founding partner in Federated Department Stores a year later. The Shillito name was merged with corporate sibling Rike's to form Shillito Rike's in 1982; the name was dropped altogether in 1986 in favor of Lazarus.[1] On March 6, 2005, the Lazarus name was dropped and the former Shillito's stores now operate under the Macy's brand name.
The names of Wellington and Keithshire actually originated with the creation in the 1960s of Stonewall subdivision. For the most part, developers name streets when they do the development plans for the subdivision.  Stone Myers Builders developed Stonewall and named a number of the streets names with affiliations to English history and areas in England: Wellington, Keithshire, Buckingham, Cromwell, Kensington Garden, Kings Glen, Penshurst Sq., etc. There are also some names associated with American history (Gray Ct., Confederate Ct., Old South Ct.,etc) and other street names as well in the Stonewall Subdivision.
In addition, records indicate was named after James Wellington Robinson, who owned the land and is grandfather to Beth Robinson Wilmont of the Bluegrass Community Foundation.  Beth Lane is named after her.  
Planning staff said that the then existing names of Wellington Way and Keithshire Way in Stonewall Sub. were continued when the streets were created across Clays Mill. Evidently Keithshire Way east of Clays Mill was initially known as Post Road, but was renamed Keithshire to align with Stonewall’s Keithshire.
We ran the title on the farm land that Wellington Park was part of and have attached a rough, field-note summary of what was found. Please note that the tracts become different sizes and involve several different farms over time with different owners and would take quite a long time to trace. Therefore, we did not follow all the tracts and estate settlements, however, the primary owners included  R. J. Reynolds from 1956 to 1991, the W. L. Wilson family from 1912 to 1950s, the Land family in the 1930s until they sell to Reynolds Tobacco, etc. The Wilson family owned quite a bit of farmland in the Nicholasville Road vicinity.
The early to mid-1800s associations with the farm land include the Beard, Cromwell and McLear families. We know the Cromwell and McLear families inter-married and may or may not have family connections to the Beard family. The Cromwell family seemed to hold considerable farm land around Fayette County, particularly in the area of Old Frankfort Pike. The existing legible headstones of a small family cemetery in what is now the park, familiar to many, include stone with all three family names represented. 
Per the school name consideration of Abraham Lincoln School, Lexington did have an Abraham Lincoln School that was located near what was known as Irishtown. It was on West High Street right before the viaduct that goes out Versailles Road. The school was a handsome brick building, dedicated in 1912 and in service until closed in 1966. It was torn down by the state highway department in 1974 for “the right-of-way needed for the proposed Newtown Pike extension”. In its heyday, the Lincoln School included an enclosed swimming pool, roof garden and Montessori kindergarten. I have attached one photo of and will provide bit more on it to you via paper copy this afternoon. 
Abraham Lincoln was born on February 12, 1809, the second child to Thomas Lincoln and Nancy Lincoln (née Hanks), in a one-room log cabin on the Sinking Spring Farm in southeast Hardin County, Kentucky[4] (now LaRue County). Lincoln was not given a middle name.[5] He had an older sister Sarah (Grigsby) who died while giving birth at a young age. A fusion of Welsh and Latin, his surname means "from the lake colony" or one from Lincoln, England.[
Lincoln's formal education consisted of about 18 months of schooling and he was largely self-educated; he was an avid reader, writer and poet. He was also skilled with an axe and a talented local wrestler, which made him self-confident. He was no committed laborer during his teen age years, with family and neighbors then referring to him often as lazy.[18][19] Lincoln avoided hunting and fishing because he did not like killing animals, even for food
