The Heritage Fund has revised its 

approach to what it will fund due to the impact of the pandemic. Details are in a supplementary 

guidance document that sets out priorities for National Lottery Grants for Heritage for 2021-22.  

 

Heritage fund prioritises heritage projects that meet at least one or more of the following outcomes:  

 

 A wider range of people will be involved in heritage (This is a mandatory outcome. Every project 

we fund must achieve our mandatory outcome as a minimum.) 

 people will have greater wellbeing 

 people will have developed skills 

 the local area will be a better place to live, work or visit 

 the local economy will be boosted 

 the funded organisation will be more resilient 

 

Every project will need to achieve the fund’s mandatory inclusion outcome, ‘a wider range of people will 

be involved in heritage’ – Young people are currently underrepresented in heritage and 

therefore are a priority for National Lottery Hertiage Fund. 

 

The Heritage Fund will also expect all projects to demonstrate that they are building long-

term environmental sustainability into their plans, as appropriate. 

 

Application and Advice: 

National Lottery Grants for Heritage is their open programme for all types of heritage project in the 

UK and awards range from £3k - £5 Million.

The Lloyds Bank Foundation for England and Wales is an independent charitable trust funded by the 

profits of Lloyds Banking Group.

Reaching Communities Grants Reaching Communities grants are for over £10,000 in England and 

support projects that enable communities to thrive. The grants are awarded to voluntary and 

community organisations or social enterprises for up to five years; funding project activities, operating 

costs, organisational development and capital costs. Grants to village halls are made by working with 

ACT staff to support the application process. NLCF run a number of grant funds and it’s worth checking 

the NLCF website to see if there's anything suitable for your project.

The NFU Mutual Charitable Trust was set up in 1998, to promote and support charities in the United 

Kingdom working in agriculture, rural development and insurance. The Trustees are particularly 

interested in initiatives in the areas of education of young people in rural areas and relief of poverty 

within rural areas. Grants are available between £1000 and £50,000 with larger grants being reserved 

for projects which would have national significance. The Trustees meet twice a year to consider 

applications received. These meetings are currently held in June and November. Applications for the

The fund is open to applications twice 

a year and there is more information on their website. www.princescountrysidefund.org.uk 

 

The Rural Community Buildings Loan Fund plays a crucial role in helping community groups renovate, 

refurbish and construct buildings such as village halls, church halls and community centres. The £700,000 

Defra fund, managed by ACRE (Action with Communities in Rural England) , encourages communities to 

raise funds, knowing a loan could be available to help them meet their target and win funding from other 

sources. The average loan taken out by hall committees is around £15,000 – but larger loans are 

considered. The interest charged on the loan is returned to the Government, but capital is put back into 

the fund to support other community buildings.

All 

applicants must complete a brief first stage proposal (details of what to include are given on the 

website).
