On August 14, 2021 a magnitude 7.2 earthquake hit the Nation of Haiti. Bishop Zanders has
reached out to the 11th Episcopal District to request Disaster Relief help. On August 18, 2021
Bishop Zanders gave an update to “The Christian Recorder” concerning the damages and needs of
the Haitian people and especially those of the Haiti Annual Conference. Three AME Churches
damaged or destroyed, 30,250+ families currently homeless as a result of the earthquake. Over
700+ buildings have collapsed across the nation, 6,900+ people were injured and an unknown
number are still missing. Well over 2,000 people have lost their lives due to the earthquake.

Certainly our prayers go out to the nation of Haiti and especially to the 16th Episcopal District. To
insure our monetary gifts make their way to Bishop Zanders, you can send your contributions
directly to the 11th District Office, 101 E. Union St., Jacksonville, Fl., 32202.
