A Yellow Fever Vaccination Certificate (If that person traveled or intends travelling from or through a yellow fever area) , Vaccination certificate is required from travelers from these counties.

According to the World Health Organization (WHO), yellow fever risk areas include 27 African countries and 13 Central/South American countries. Key high-risk nations include Brazil, Nigeria, Angola, Ethiopia, Kenya, Sudan, and Colombia. A single, lifetime dose of the vaccine is recommended for travelers to these areas.

· Africa (27 Countries): Angola, Benin, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cameroon, Central African Republic, Chad, Republic of the Congo, Democratic Republic of the Congo, Côte d'Ivoire, Equatorial Guinea, Ethiopia, Gabon, Gambia, Ghana, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Liberia, Mali, Mauritania, Niger, Nigeria, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Togo, Uganda.
· South & Central America (13 Countries): Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador, French Guiana, Guyana, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, Venezuela. 

Key Considerations
· Vaccination Requirement: Many countries outside these zones require a yellow fever vaccination certificate (ICVP) for travelers arriving from these endemic areas.
· Transmission Risk: Risk is determined by the presence of the virus in humans, mosquitoes, or animals.
