PARKING

Parking is in Monks field. Follow the parking signs. Please do not park on any grass verges either side of the approach road.

PARKING FEE - You will need to find a parking meter and pay before leaving the circuit on each day >>> Parking & Annual Parking Permits -
Pembrey Country Park and Beach Nearest will be at the ski slope.

There will be no changing facilities available.

CATERING 

There will be a food and drink van available opposite the race HQ. There are also a couple of cafes within the country park. Please consider
bringing adequate food and drinks to get through the days racing.

CAMPING

Available at Campsite - Pembrey Country Park and Beach (Book with them) NO overnight camping in the race field car park.

Gear check, sign-on and timing chips 

Get your gears checked near the circuit entrance, just past the big green bike. Then Sign on in the Gazebo.

Youth A – 7.18 meters
Youth B - 6.73 meters
Youth C - 6.34 meters

 Sign On opens 8am and will be open all day. It will close 15 mins before the start of each race. If there is a queue forming at the gear check
the stewards will call riders from the next race due to start forward to the front.  Please return your transponder before you leave. If you do
not return your transponder, a fee of £80 will be payable so it can be replaced.

Numbers

Two race numbers to be pinned on rear
pockets with slight gap as shown – no
folding of numbers allowed.

*Do not just use an inner tube - always use zip ties which are provided



Timetable & Regulations

PODIUM PRESENTATIONS

Please be at the podium presentation on time and wearing a club / team top / jersey.
TREDZ vouchers & medals for top 3 in each Championship race as well as Championship winners jersey.
TREDZ vouchers for top 3 boys and top 3 Girls in the under 12 races.

BRITISH CYCLING REGULATIONS
This event is run under British Cycling National Championship rules as well as British Cycling Technical regulations.
Maximum rim depth of 35mm for under 12 and 40mm for under 14.

Rider safety is of upmost importance. Please maintain full control of your bike at all times. The chief Commissaire will take appropriate
action for any rider deemed to be riding unsafely, in the interest of protecting them and others.
Similar action may be taken against a rider if they, or any person associated with them are deemed to be disrespectful to any helpers,
marshals, commissaires instructions etc. who volunteer and give up their time for races to go ahead. As per BC regulations all under 14 /16
riders representing a club or team in a national event must wear a kit that has been registered by a club or team. no neutral or unregistered
kit to be worn on the day, except by unattached riders.

Bike brake levers (hoods) shouldn’t be tilted inwards to the extent that breaches relevant UCI rule - commissaires may be inspecting bikes
with a UCI checking tool ahead of the race, and you may be asked to adjust your hoods to the correct position before starting the race.



The Circuit

Riders are asked to be ready at the gate 10 mins before their race start. You will be directed round to the start for the
commissaires briefing.

The pit area will be in the 90 left and right bends above sign on / race village writing as you see it in the picture. Only wheel
changes & other mechanicals - no bike changes - no laps out.

After the race finish continue round and off at the gate under marshals instructions.
