· Tim Zelazo made a motion to approve the minutes of Executive Session meeting on October 8,2025 with one correction.  It should read three-month review, not six months.  Mike Bedini seconded the motion.  Unanimous.
· Tim Zelazo made a motion to approve the meeting minute from October 8, 2025.  Mike Bedini seconded the motion.  Unanimous.
· Mike Bedini made a motion to appoint Debra Welch, Ruth Boyce, and Susan Folton to the council on aging.  Tim Zelazo seconded the motion.  Unanimous.
· There is no update on the MVP grant.
· Kurtis Durocher, Veterans Services Officer, attended to discuss the hometown hero program he has started in the area. In response to the notice, he knew the selectboard sent to residents earlier this year informing them they are not allowed to place on anything on the telephone poles, Kurtis reached out to National Grid to inquire about their policy. The Director of Community Engagement informed him National Grid does not have a policy. They do not encourage residents to hang things on telephone poles, and it is illegal to hang things however if you contact them for permission to hang banners, they will allow it. It is a relatively new development, and not all involved with National Grid are aware of it yet. Kurtis attended to introduce himself and to revisit this with the selectboard to get their thoughts on it. Banners are 18x36, vinyl and would be clamped to the pole. Flags would hang from June until after Veterans Day. Estimate is approximately $100 for each banner; the families cover the expense but there is aid available for financial hardship. The town could cover expenses if funding was appropriated. Kurtis will type up a letter for Joan to post on the website to gather interest. 
· The board discussed the highway department applications. They agreed to call the following for an interview: Jake Daugherty, Brian Dumas, Andrew Haskins, William Reed, Jonathan Greenbaum.  Joan will call the candidates and schedule interview for Wednesday, October 29, 2025, at 5pm.

Joan Lewis, Town Administrator:
· Free computers received from Berkshire Regional Planning. Heidi Dugal took one for the board of health and the financial team has an extra that they need. There is one extra left.
· Attorneys’ letter said there is not a way to pay an employee who has exhausted all paid leave. It would set a precedent that could be dangerous.
