BIBLE STUDY 1

EARNESTLY CONTENDING FOR THE FAITH

Jude 3

Fight! Contend! Do battle! When apostasy arises, when false teachers emerge, when the truth of God is attacked, it is time to fight: “for the faith once delivered unto the saints” (Jude 3), the good fight of faith and lay hold on eternal life. Only believers who are spiritually “in shape” can answer the summons Ephesians 6:10-13; II Corinthians 10:3-6.

The epistle of Jude is addressed to all believers in the gospel. Its design appears to be to guard believers against the false teachers who had begun to creep into the Christian church, and to scatter dangerous tenets, by attempting to lower all Christianity into a merely nominal belief and outward profession of the gospel. Having thus denied the obligations of personal holiness, they taught their disciples to live in sinful courses, at the same time flattering them with the hope of eternal life. The vile character of these seducers is shown, and their sentence is denounced, and the epistle concludes with warnings, admonitions, and counsels to believers.

1. THE COMMON SALVATION AND CONTENDING FOR THE FAITH

Jude 1-4; Galatians 2:4; II Peter 2:1


Christians are called out of the world, from the evil spirit and temper of it; called above the world, to higher and better things, to heaven, things unseen and eternal; called from sin to Christ, from vanity to seriousness, from uncleanness to holiness; and according to the Divine purpose and grace of God. Those who have received this common salvation must contend for it, earnestly, not furiously “for we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.” (Ephesians 6:12). We ought to contend earnestly for the faith, in opposition to those who would corrupt or deprave it; who crept in unawares; who glide in like serpents.
"The faith" refers to that body of doctrine that was given by God through the Apostles to the church. Paul admonished both Timothy and Titus to make sure the believers were being taught "sound doctrine," that promotes the spiritual health of the local church. While individual teachers and preachers may disagree on the fine points of theology, there is a basic body of truth to which all true Christians are committed.


This body of truth was delivered (Jude 3) to the saints. The word means "to be entrusted with." The church collectively, and each Christian personally, has a stewardship to fulfill. "But as we were allowed of God to be put in trust with the Gospel, even so we speak" (1 Thessalonians 2:4). God committed the truth to Paul (1 Timothy 1:11), and he shared it with others, such as Timothy (1 Timothy 6:20). He exhorted Timothy to entrust the Word to other faithful men (II Timothy 2:2). You and I would not have the Word today were it not for faithful believers down through the ages who guarded this precious deposit and invested it in others.

2. THE CASE SAMPLES AND CURSES ON FALSE APOSTLES

Jude 5-7, 11, 14, 15

Jude lists six such examples. Three from group of people and three individual to show us case studies of false apostles and their judgment

1.   The nation of Israel (Jude 5): Apostasy caused by unbelief in God. The nation was delivered from Egypt by the power of God and brought to the border of the Promised Land. But the people were afraid and did not have the faith to enter in and possess the land. Moses, Joshua, and Caleb tried to encourage the people to obey God by faith, but the people refused. In fact, the leaders of the tribes even wanted to organize and go back to Egypt, the place of bondage! As a result, everybody in the camp twenty years and older was destined to die at some time in the next forty years. Their unbelief led to their extermination. "Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall" (1 Corinthians 10:1-12). 

2. Fallen angels (Jude 6): Apostasy caused by rebellion against the throne of God. They kept not their first estate but leave their own habitation. They were not pleased with the way God created them. The angels were very great and powerful; but God did not spare them for that. If sinners are kings, princes, magistrates, millionaires, God will cast them into hell. If they were commanders of all the forces of the world, he that is a just and righteous judge would not spare them because of their dignities and powers II Peter 2:4
3. Sodom and Gomorrah (Jude 7): Apostasy caused by sexual immorality. Both Peter and Jude state that God made these cities an example to warn the ungodly that God does indeed judge sin (II Peter 2:6). When you combine their descriptions, you discover that the citizens of Sodom and Gomorrah (and the other cities involved) were: ungodly, filthy, wicked, unlawful, unjust, and given over to fornication. They did not occasionally commit unnatural sexual sins; they indulged in them and gave themselves over to the pursuit of lust. They were wasted in an inferno.
4. Cain (Jude 11 a): Apostasy caused by religious perversion. The "way of Cain" is the way of religion without faith, righteousness based on character and good works. The "way of Cain" is the way of pride, a man establishing his own righteousness and rejecting the righteousness of God that comes through faith in Christ (Romans 10:1-4; Philippians 3:3-12). When God rejected him, he became jealous, killed his brother. He was cursed and became a fugitive and vagabond wanderer.
5. Balaam (Jude 11 b): Apostasy caused by financial greed. The "way of Balaam" is merchandising one's gifts and ministry just for the purpose of making money (Number 24:14). It is using the spiritual to gain the material (1 Thessalonians 2:5-6; I Timothy 6:3-21). The "error of Balaam" is thinking that they can get away with this kind of rebellion. Balaam was a true prophet of God, but he prostituted his gifts and sought to destroy God's people. The "doctrine of Balaam" (Revelation 2:14) is, eating of things sacrifice to idols and permitting fornication!  Number 31:16.  He told King Balak that the fastest way to destroy Israel would be to corrupt the nation by having the people defile themselves with the heathen nations around them II Peter 2:10,14-16 . He died shamefully.
6. Korah (Jude 11 c): The story of Core (Korah) is found in Number 16, and it too centers on rebellion/rejection against authority. Korah and his followers resented the leadership of Moses and dared God to do anything about their rebellion. In speaking against ("gainsaying") Moses, they were speaking against the Lord who had given Moses his authority. This is a warning to us today, for it is so easy to speak against spiritual or governmental leaders in a careless way (Titus 3:1-2). God judged Korah and his followers and established clearly the authority of His servant, Moses. All authority comes from the throne of God, whether it is authority in the home, the church, or the state. Those who exercise authority must first be under authority, accountable to God. But the false teachers reject divine authority and set themselves up as their own authority.
3. CHARACTERISTICS AND SIGNS OF FAKE FAITH

Jude   4, 8-10, 12, 13, 16-19

i) They were ungodly (Jude 4 b). While these men claimed to belong to God, they were, in fact, ungodly in their thinking and their living.  They might have "a form of godliness," but they lacked the power of godliness that lives in the true Christian (II Timothy 3:5). They actually received the grace of God but change it to a lie (Romans 1:19,21-23)

ii) They were deceitful (Jude 4 c) "They crept in unawares." They deceived innocent people so that they might take their money and enjoy it in godless living. Jesus compared them to wolves in sheep's clothing (Matthew7:15). Sometimes Satan's undercover agents are "brought in secretly" by those already on the inside (Galatians 2:4)
iii) They were enemies of God's grace (v. 4 d). They enter the church to attempt to change the doctrine and "turn the grace of our God into lasciviousness" (Jude 4). Lasciviousness means "wantonness, absence of moral restraint, indecency." 
iv) They denied God's truth (v. 4 e). "Even denying the Lord that bought them," (II Peter 2:1). Jude was affirming strongly the deity of Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ is God! But the apostates would deny this I John 5:5-9. They would agree that Jesus Christ was a good man and a great teacher, but not that He was eternal God come in human flesh. 
v) They degrade the human body (Jude 8 a) through illicit lusts of the flesh and immoralities

vi) They reject divine authority (Jude 8 b). Disobedience is a serious sin

vii) They backbite and slander dignities/leaders Jude 8 c,9; Exodus 22:28; II Peter 2:10

viii) Degenerating into brute unreasoning animals (Jude 10)

ix) They are dangerous reefs that can cause shipwrecks (Jude 12 a). The word translated "spots" mean "hidden rocks." The mariner who is unaware of the hidden rocks can quickly wreck his ship. The pilot must always be alert, for waters that look calm and safe can contain treacherous reefs. Spiritual leaders must constantly be on guard.

x) Self-centered shepherds (Jude 12 b)

xi) Waterless clouds (Jude 12 c).They professes what they do not possess (deceivers) I Timothy 6:5; II Timothy 3:5. The apostates look like men who can give spiritual help, and they boast of their abilities, but they are unable to produce. "Whoso boasteth himself of a false gift [a gift he does not give] is Like clouds and wind without rain" (Proverb 25:14). They promise liberty, but they can only give bondage (2 Peter 2:19).
xii) Dead autumn trees (Jude 12 d)

xiii) Wild waves of the sea (Jude 13 a) ). Jude compared the apostates to "raging waves of the sea" not because of their power, but because of their pride and arrogant speech. "Their mouth speaketh great swelling words" (Jude 16). 
xiv) Wandering stars (Jude 13 b): Fixed stars can be depended on to guide the traveler through the darkness, but wandering stars can only lead him astray. They themselves “wandereth out of the way of understanding” (Proverb 21:16)
xv) Murmurers and complainers (Jude 16 )

xvi) Scoffing and divisive, following their own evil instincts, which are totally devoid of God (Jude 17-19). The false teachers want to divide the church and lead people out of the true fellowship into their false fellowship. "Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away disciples after them" (Acts 20:30). Not only do false teachers divide the church, but they also deceive the church, because they are "sensual, having not the Spirit."
4.  COUNSEL ON HOW TO STAND WITHOUT FALLING

Jude 17- 25

A strong defense depends on strong people, and this applies to spiritual battles as well as military contests. If the church is to oppose and defeat the false teachers, then all of us in the church must be strong and able to "stand against the wiles of the devil" (Ephesians 6:11). There is always the danger of stumbling (Jude 24) and a stumble is the first step toward a fall. In this closing paragraph, Jude addressed his beloved readers and gave them several instructions to follow if they would stand firm and resist the apostates. 

Believer’s relation with self

a) Remember God's Word (Jude 17-19): From the very beginning, Satan has attacked the Word of God. "Yea hath God said?" was his opening thrust when he led Eve into disobedience in the Garden (Genesis 3:1). Once we begin to question God's Word, we are vulnerable to Satan's other attacks, for only the truth of the Word can protect us from the lies of the devil. "To the Law and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this Word, it is because there is no light in them" (Isaiah 8:20).  In remembering the word, we must remember who gave the Word (Jude 17), what they said (Jude 18) and why they said it (Jude 19). Many doctrinal errors have grown out of lack of spiritual perspective, or a narrow view of Scriptural truth Matthew 22:29; II Timothy 3:15. People err because i) they don’t know the Bible and God’s power, ii) they have head knowledge of the Bible but deny the power thereof II Timothy 3:5, iii) they don’t know the Scripture but seek the power. Take heed to what you hear and read Matthew 4:24; 1 Timothy 4:16; Hebrews 2:3; II Peter 1:19-21.

b) Build Your Christian Life (Jude 20) The Christian life must never stand still; if it does, it will go backward.  The apostates are in the business of tearing down, but each Christian must be involved in building up - first his own spiritual life and then the local assembly. 

i. The foundation for our Christian life is our "most holy faith" (Jude 20), which is the same as "the faith which was once delivered unto the saints" (Jude 3).  We must daily spend devotional time in the Word, seeking the mind of God. 

ii. The power for building the Christian life comes from prayer: "praying in the Holy Ghost" (Jude 20). The Word of God and prayer go together in spiritual growth. 

iii. There are three rules for success in the Christian life. Each day we are to read the Bible and let God talk to us. We are to pray and talk to God. And we are to witness and talk to others about God Romans 8:26; Ephesians 6:18. 

c)  Remain in the love of God (Jude 21a). Believer should not allow “tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword” “neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature… to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Romans 8: 35-39)

d) Look for the mercy of our Lord (Jude 21b) We are saved, not by works of righteousness, but according to mercy, that we might become heirs according to the hope of eternal Titus 3:4-7.Our prayer then should be that:  "The Lord grant to [us] that [we] may find mercy from the Lord  in that Day” (II Timothy 1:18)
e) Look for the Lord’s second coming (Jude 21b) "looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life." The believer's eyes must be lifted heavenward. "Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ" (Titus 2:13), "Looking for and hasting unto the coming of the day of God" (II Peter 3:12).
 The believer and other people (Jude 22-23): What should be the attitude of the growing Christian toward those who are being influenced by the apostates? Jude instructed his readers to exercise discernment and to act on the basis of that discernment. He described three different kinds of people who need spiritual help. 
i. Those in great doubt deserve our compassion (Jude 22). There are many unskilled in the way who ignorantly may find it difficult to put difference between false and true teaching. These are the people who are wavering. They are the "unstable souls” (II Peter 2:14) who are converted, but they are not grounded in the faith.  On such we must have compassion by seeking to lead them away in love and patience from the influences of the apostates and put them through more perfectly in the things of the Lord Acts 18:24-26; Hebrews 5:1-2.

ii. Those in great danger deserve to be saved (Jude 23 a). Apparently these are the people who have left the fellowship and are now a part of the apostate group. They need to be snatched out of the fire! The angels took Lot by the hand and pulled him out of Sodom (Genesis 19:16), and sometimes that must be done in order to rescue ignorant and unstable believers from the clutches of false teachers.
iii. Those in great depravity needs pulling out of fire (Jude 23 b): We need caution with the dangerous and desperate sinners. In trying to help those who have erred, we must be careful not to be trapped ourselves! Many a would-be rescuer has been drowned himself Galatians 6:1.
The believer and the Saviour (Jude 24, 25) If we want to keep our feet on the ground spiritually, walk straight, and not stumble, then we must yield ourselves fully to the Saviour. He alone is able to guard us, but we must "keep ourselves in the love of God" (Jude 21). He is able if we are willing!

The believer must maintain a sound relationship with Jesus Christ. We should know we cannot do it alone without our Master whose:

 Ministry is to:

a. Prevent us from falling down here Jude 24a.

b.  Present us faultless up there Jude 24b 
     and
Magnificence is full of "glory and majesty, dominion and power, both now and ever. Amen."
BIBLE STUDY 2
THE SECOND COMING OF CHRIST

The book of second Thessalonians was written by Paul in response to certain reports that came to the apostle (II Thessalonians 3:11). While he was encouraged by their faith and steadfastness, Paul could see that many in the assembly were still very confused about, while some are deliberately misrepresentative of his teaching on the Second Coming of Christ (II Thessalonians 2:2). The possibility of such a deception is supported by counterfeit letters purportedly written by the apostle. We all know that the ultimate source of any trouble in the church is Satan himself, the ‘evil one’ (II Thessalonians 3:3). This misunderstanding had led many in the church to forsake their occupations, to lead undisciplined lives, and to breed unrest among the people by becoming busybodies and beggars, living off those who still maintained gainful employment (II Thessalonians 3:6-15). Some others had become discouraged, because of physical suffering, persecution and hardship.

1. PERSONAL ENCOURAGEMENT TOWARDS HIS COMING

II Thessalonians 1:1-12

The Christians in Thessalonica were grateful to God for Paul's first letter, but it did not immediately solve all their problems. In fact, the persecution grew worse and some believers thought they were living in the time of the Great Tribulation. Because of this, Paul shared three encouragements with his suffering friends. 

The Encouragement of Praise (II Thessalonians 1:1-4)

After greeting, Paul launched into a statement of praise to God for what He had been accomplishing in their lives. No doubt the Thessalonians believers did not consider themselves to be very spiritual as they suffered, but Paul detected what God was doing among them. Their faith was growing, their love was abounding (verse 3), their patience was increasing and their testimony was helping others (verse 4). They were faithful to the Lord and to one another, in spite of their troubles. When a person in difficulty forsakes the Lord and the church, he shows that he has never been born again, or his spiritual life is very weak. A true Christian who is growing will be faithful, come what may.

The Encouragement of Promise (II Thessalonians 1:5-10)

No matter how difficult their present circumstances may have been, believers had a secure and glorious future. In fact, their sufferings were evidence, "a manifest token," that God was righteous, working out His great plan for them. We are prone to think that suffering proves that God does not care, when just the opposite is true.  One day Jesus Christ will reward the believers (verse 5; Matthew 5:10-12) recompense affliction to the lost, and rest to the saved (verses 6-9). 

The Encouragement of Prayer (II Thessalonians 1:11-12)

The future prospect of glory motivated the apostle to pray for the saints. We must never neglect a present responsibility because of a future hope. On the contrary, the future hope must encourage us to be faithful today in making us walking worthy of the kingdom and witness of His grace and glory.
2. PURPOSEFUL ENLIGHTENMENT OF HIS COMING

II Thessalonians 2:1-12

The purpose of Bible prophecy is not for us to make a calendar, but to build character. Paul emphasized this fact in both of his Thessalonians letters, and our Lord warned us not to set dates for His coming (Matthew 24:36, 42). 

Someone had deceived the believers into thinking they were already living in the Day of the Lord. The believers were instantly shaken by this teaching, and continued to be deeply troubled. Had God changed His program? (1 Thessalonians 1:10; 5:9)

To calm their hearts and stabilize their faith, Paul explained that they were not in the Day of the Lord. The reason was simple: that Day could not arrive till certain other events had taken place. Paul then stated for them the prophetic events that make up God's time. 

The Rapture of the Church (II Thessalonians. 2:1, 6-7)

Paul appealed to them on the basis of the truth he had taught them in his first letter: the Lord would return and catch up His own to meet Him in the air (1 Thessalonians 4:13-18). This is "the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and ... our gathering together unto Him" (II Thessalonians 2:1). Not two separated events, but one great event that will occur suddenly and without warning.

Once the church is out of the world, Satan and his forces will unfold their program. The Day of the Lord is the period that follows the Rapture of the church. It will be a time of Tribulation for the people on earth: Satan and his hosts will be working on earth, and God will send righteous judgments from heaven. Revelation 6-19 describes this period for us.

The Revelation of Antichrist (II Thessalonians. 2:3-5, 8 a)

The term “Antichrist” is used in the New Testament only by John (1 John 2:18, 22; 4:3; II John 7). This name is use to identify the last great world dictator designated as "that man of sin," "the son of perdition" (II Thessalonians 2:3), and "that Wicked” one (II Thessalonians 2:8). Antichrist means ‘against’, and ‘instead’ of Christ. Satan not only opposes Christ, but he wants to be worshiped and obeyed instead of Christ (Isaiah 14:14; Luke 4:5-8). 
The Return of Jesus Christ (II Thessalonians 2:8-12)

This is His return to the earth in glory and judgment, the event described in II Thessalonians 1:5-10 and Revelation 19:11 ff. It will occur at the end of the seven-year Tribulation period when the "mystery of iniquity" (Satan's evil program) will have ended with the Battle of Armageddon. It is important that we distinguish His Rapture of the church from His return to the earth. 
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The Recompense and judgment of Antichrist (II Thessalonians 2: 8-9; Jude 14,15). 

When Jesus Christ returns, He will judge Antichrist by "the spirit of His mouth ... and the brightness of His coming" (II Thessalonians 2:8). The verbs "consume" and "destroy" do not mean annihilate; for Revelation 20:10 indicates that Satan and his associates will be tormented in the lake of fire forever. 
How much better it is to follow the example of the Thessalonians believers who received the Word of God "not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the Word of God" (1 Thessalonians 2:13)? They received the truth and were saved. Have you received the truth?
3. PRACTICAL EXHORTATION OF BELIEVERS BEFORE HIS COMING

II Thessalonians 2:13-3:5
From here there is a move from prophecy to practical Christian living. He turned from the negative (Satan's lies) to the positive (God's truth), and from warning to thanksgiving and prayer. We must never permit the study of prophecy to be an escape from responsibility today. Every believer has four responsibilities to God's truth. 

Believe the Truth (II Thessalonians 2:13-14): When sinners believe God's truth, God saves them. When they believe Satan's lie, and reject the love of the truth, they cannot be saved (II Thessalonians 2:10-12). Being neutral about God's truth is a dangerous thing. It has tragic eternal consequences. 

Guard the Truth (II Thessalonians 2:15): Paul had told them about the future rebellion against the truth headed by the Antichrist (II Thessalonians 2:3). But he also warned that there was a present danger and that the church must guard God's truth and not turn from it. If we stand, then we can hold. We are not to hold God's truth in a careless way, but grasp it firmly with power and never let it slip from us. Each generation of Christians must receive the truth from others, guard it, and make sure it is kept intact for the next generation.

Practice the Truth (II Thessalonians 2:16-17): It is not enough to believe the truth and guard it; we must also practice it. If we hear the Word, but do not obey it, we are only fooling ourselves (James 1:22-25). Too many Christians today emphasize guarding the truth, but downplay living the truth. One of the best ways to guard the truth is to put it into practice. It is good to be defenders of the faith, but we must not forget to be demonstrators of the faith. 
Share the Truth (II Thessalonians 3:1-5):  Learning and living must go together. If we believe the truth, it changes our lives. We guard the truth and practice it so that we can share it with others. We cannot share what we do not believe (unless we want to be hypocrites); and we can best share that which we have practiced ourselves.

It is not enough that the pastor or church ministers alone share the Word; each Christian must be a part of this vital ministry. The word command that Paul used in II Thess. 3:4 means "a military order passed down from a superior officer." He used this word in 1 Thess 4:2; II Thess. 3:4,6,10,12. Christ is the Captain of our salvation; we are His soldiers (2 Tim 2:3-4). In a battle, it is not enough for only the officers to fight; every man must do his duty. This is also true in the work of the local church.

What if an army were run with the same lack of obedience, order, and discipline that we often see in the local church? It would never win the war. If soldiers attended drill whenever they felt like it, they would never be equipped to face the enemy. If the recruits disobeyed their officers' orders the way some church members disobey the Word of God, they would be court-martialed.

Here, then, are four great responsibilities for us to fulfill: believe the truth, guard the truth, practice the truth, and share the truth. If we fulfill these duties, we will experience joy and power in our lives, and growth and blessing in our churches. 

ORDER IN THE CHURCH

II Thessalonians 3:6-18

 Church problems are like physical problems: if left unsolved, they grow and become worse, and they infect more people. When Paul wrote his first letter to the church, he warned the idle busybodies to get to work (1 Thessalonians 4:11). He admonished the church leaders to "warn them that are unruly" (1 Thessalonians 5:14). These troublemakers did not repent.  Some members had left their jobs, and were idle yet they expected the church to support them. They were also spreading gossip about people in the church. They had time on their hands and gossip on their lips, under disguise that "The Lord is coming soon!"

Misinterpretations and misapplications of the truths of God's Word can cause endless trouble. History records the foolishness of people who set dates, sold their possessions, and sat on mountains waiting for the Lord to return. Problems in the church must be solved by the whole church. The church in love must deal with its own members and seek to help each one obey God. To assist them in this task, Paul gave four motives to encourage the careless believers to turn from their sins and start earning their own bread. 

The Exhortation of the Word (II Thessalonians 3:6)

The church is like an army; and if the army does not obey the orders of the word, there can be no order. God wants order in the church. "Let all things be done decently and in order" (1 Corinthians 14:40). A disobedient soldier to the Lord's command proves that he is not surrendered to his Master. Are you a part of the peace of the church or part of a war in the church?

 The Example of the Apostle (II Thessalonians 3:7-10)

As an apostle, Paul had the right to expect financial support; but he deliberately gave up this right that he might be an example to the young believers (1 Corinthians 9:6-14). Every Christian worker has the right to support from the church as he serves the Lord (Luke 10:7; Galatians 6:6; 1 Timothy 5:17-18). We must not use Paul's example as an excuse not to support God's servants. But any servant of God has the privilege of setting aside that right to the glory of God. 
The Encouragement of the Church (II Thessalonians 3:11-15)

“But ye, brethren, be not weary in well doing" (II Thessalonians 3:13) The faithful Christians were discouraged by the conduct of the careless saints who refused to work. The bad example of a few saints can destroy the devotion, and hinder the service, of the rest of the church.

If these believers did not obey, the members of the church should personally discipline them.

The Enablement of the Lord (II Thessalonians 3:16-18)

If there is trouble in the church, it is because there is trouble in somebody's heart. If Christ is Lord, then there is peace in the heart. If there is war in the heart, then Jesus Christ is not Lord (James 4:1-10).

If we depend on the grace of God, we can do His will to the glory of God. "My grace is sufficient for thee" (II Corinthians 12:9).

Bi o ti wu ki isoro igbe aye onigbagbo ti buru to, won ni ojo iwaju ti o daju, ti o si ni ogo. Looto, ijiya won je eri “ifihan kedere” pe Olorun je olododo, ti o nsise eto Re nla fun aye won. O ti kale ninu okan wa lati ro pe iwahala ninu aye wa fihan pe Olorun ko bikita, nigbati o je pe idakeji re lo nsele. Ni ojo kan Jesu Kristi yi o san esan fun awon onigbagbo (ese 5; Matteu 5:10-12) yio fi iponju gbesan lara awon eni egbe ati isimi fun awon ti a gbala (ese 6-9)

Igbaniyanju ti Adura (2 Tessalonika 1:11-12)
Ireti ogo ojo iwaju lo fun aposteli yi ni igboya lati gbadura fun awon eniyan mimo. A ko gbodo fi ojuse wa igba isisiyi sile nitori ireti ojo iwaju. Kaka bee ireti ojo iwaju ni lati wu wa lori ki a je olooto loni ki a le maa rin ni yiye fun ijoba orun ati eleri oore-ofe ati ogo Re.
2. ILANI-LOYE TI O NI EREDI NIPA IPADABO RE

II Tessalonika 2:1-12

Eredi ti asotele ninu Bibeli wa fun wa, ki ise lati ri nkan ka igba, sugbon lati tun iwa wa se. Paulu tenumo otito yi ninu iwe mejeji ti o ko si awon ara Tessalonika, ati pe oluwa wa kilo fun wa ki a mase so pe ojo bayi tabi bayi ni ipadabo Re (Matteu 24:36, 42). Enikan ti tan awon onigbagbo lati ni ero pe won ti wa ni akoko ojo nla oluwa. Eko yi da iwariri bo okan awon onigbagbo won si wa ninu iporuru okan. Se Olorun ti yi eto Re pada ni? (1 Tessalonika 1:10;5:9).

Lati mu itura ba okan won ati lati mu idurosinsin ba igbagbo won, Paulu se alaye fun won pe won ko si ni ojo nla oluwa. Eredi yi rorun: ojo naa ko le de laijepe awon isele kan ti sele. Paulu tesiwaju ninu alaye re awon nkan ti Olorun ti pinnu fun awon akoko kan. 

Igbasoke awon Ayanfe (2 Tessalonika 2:1, 6-7) Paulu parowa si won lori ipinle otito ti o ti ko won ninu leta re akoko si won; oluwa yio pada wa lati gba awon tire soke lati pade Re ni awosanma (1 Tessalonika 4:13-18). Eyi ni “wiwa Jesu Kristi oluwa wa ati …ipejo wa sodo Re” (2 Tessalonika 2:1).Ki ise isele meji otooto sugbon okansoso na ti yio sele lojiji laisi ikilo.

Nigbati ijo (awon ayanfe) ba ti kuro ni aye, Satani ati awon omo ogun re yi o bere eto won. Ojo oluwa ni akoko ti o tele igbasoke awon ayanfe. Yi o je akoko iponju Nla fun awon ti o ba wa lori ile aye. Satani ati awon omo ogun re yi o maa sise ni aye, Olorun yi o si ran idajo ododo Re lati orun Ifihan 6-19 se apejuwe bi akoko yi yi o ti ri fun wa.

Ifihan Asodi-si-kristi (2 Tessalonika 2:3-5, 8a) Oro yi “Asodi-si-Kristi” ni Johannu nikan lo ninu Majemu Titun (1 Johannu 2:18,22; 4:3; II Johannu 7), Oruko yi ni a lo fun idanimo eni-nla ikehin ti o lagbara lati se nkankinkan ti o wu, ti a se apele re ni “eni ese ni”, “Omo egbe” (2 Tessalonika 2:3) ati “eni-ika ni” (2 Tessalonika 2:8). Asodi-si-Kristi tumo si ‘lodisi’, ‘nipo’ ti Kristi. Ki ise pe Satani lodisi Kristi nikan, sugbon o fe ki awon eniyan maa sin on ati ki won maa gbo ti on dipo ti Kristi (Isaiah 14:14 Luku 4:5-8). 

Ipadabo Jesu Kristi (2 Tessalonika 2:8-12): Eyi ni ipadabo Re wa si aye ninu ogo ati idajo, isele ti a se apejuwe Re ninu 2 Tessalonika 1:5-10 ati Ifihan 19:11 siwaju si. Eyi yio sele ni ipari odun keje ni akoko iponju nla nigbati “isele iyanu ese” (eto ibi Satani) yi o ti wa si opin pelu ogun Armageddoni. O se Pataki ki a mo iyato ti o wa laarin Igbasoke awon Ayanfe ati Ipadabo Re wa si aye.

Esan ati idajo ti Asodi-si-Kristi (2 Tessalonika 2:8-9; Juda 14, 15) Nigbati Jesu ba pada wa, yi o se idajo Asodi-si-Kristi pelu “eemi enu Re …ati ifihan wiwa Re” (2 Tessalonika2:8). Awon oro ise wonyi “pa” ati “so di asan” ko tumo si so-dofo, nitori Ifihan 20:10 fihan pe Satani ati awon emewa re yi o wa ninu oro adagun ina titi lae. Bawo ni iba ti dara to bayi ki a tele apeere awon onigbagbo Tessalonika ti won gba oro Olorun “ki ise bi oro eniyan, sugbon gege bi o ti je nitooto, bi oro Olorun” (1 Tessalonika 2:13). IGBANIYANJU NIPA ISE AWON ONIGBAGBO SAAJU WIWA RE 


2 Tessalonika 2:13-3:5


Lati ihinyi, a koja kuro ninu asotele si igbe aye kristiani ni pato. O kuro ninu eke (awon eke Satani) lo si otito (otito Olorun), ati kuro ninu ikilo si idupe ati adura. A ko gbodo gba eko nipa isotele laye lati je ona asala kuro ninu ojuse. Onigbagbo kookan ni ojuse merin si otito Olorun.

Gba otito gbo (2 Tessalonika 2:13-14):  Nigbati elese ba gba otito Olorun gbo, Olorun a maa gba won la. Nigbati won ba gba eke Satani gbo, ti won si ko ife ti otito ni won ko le ni igbala (2 Tessalonika 2:10-12). Jije oni yemeji nipa otito Olorun je ohun ti o lewu pupo. Opin tabi igbehin re je iparun ayeraye

Pa otito naa mo (di’imu sinsin) (2 Tessalonika 2:15): Paulu ti so fun won nipa isote ojo iwaju si otito labe alakoso asodi-si-kristi (2Tessalonika 2:3) Bee naa ni o kilo fun won nipa ewu isisiyi, ati pe ijo gbodo di otito Olorun mu, ki won mase yago kuro ninu re. Nigbati a ba duro ni a le di nkan mu. A ko gbodo di otito Olorun mu pelu owo yepere sugbon ki a dimu pelu agbara, ki a mase je ki o bo kuro lowo wa. Iran onigbagbo kookan gbodo gba otito lati odo awon elomiran, ki won dimu sisin ki won si paa mo ni pipe fun iran ti mbo.

Mu otito naa lo si oju ise (2 Tessalonika 2:16-17) ki a gba otito gbo nikan ko to, a gbodo dimu sinsin, ki a si mu lo si oju ise. Bi a ba gbo oro naa, ti a se aigboran si, a ntan ara wa je ni (Jakobu 1:22-25). Opolopo kristiani ode oni maa ntenumo pipa otito naa mo sugbon won fi owo yepere mu gbigbe igbe aye otito. Okan ninu awon ona to daraju lati pa otito mo ni lati mu lo si ojuse. O dara lati je alaabo fun igbagbo, a ko gbodo gbagbe lati je eniti nfi igbagbo han nipa ise.

Se alabapin otito naa pelu awon elomiran (2 Tessalonika 3:1-5) Eko ati igbe-aye ni lati wa papo. Bi a ba gba otito naa gbo, o maa nyi aye wa pada. A maa ndi otito naa mu, a si maa nmu lo si ojuse ki a ba le se ajopin re pelu awon elomiran. A ko le fi nkan ti a ko gbagbo lo elomiran (ayafi bi a ba fe je alagabagebe); nkan ti a ba ti nse ni a le fi lo elomiran daradara. Ko to pe ki alufa tabi awon adari ijo nikan maa baa won elomiran so oro naa; onigbagbo kookan gbodo ko ipa tire ninu ise iranse ti o se Pataki yi. Oro “palase” ti Paulu lo ninu 2 Tessalonika 3:4 tumosi “ase jagunjagun ti oga ologun pa fun awon ti o wa labe re”. O lo oro kanna yi ninu 1 Tessalonika 4:2; 2Tessalonika 3:4, 6, 10, 12. Kristi ni Balogun igbala wa, awa ni omo ogun Re (2 Timoteu 2:3-4). Ni oju ogun, ko to ki awon jagunjagun nikan maa ja, enikookan gbodo se ojuse tire. Bakanna lo se gbodo ri ninu awon ijo wa. Nje bi a ba n se akoso egbe ogun pelu aigboran, aileto ati aiko-ni-ijanu ti o wopo ninu awon ijo wa, a ko ni le se ogun naa. Bi o ba je pe awon omo ogun a maa lo fun idaraya nigbakugba to ba wu won, won ko le ni agbara to lati le doju ija ko awon ota. Bi awon asese-gba omo ogun ba se aigboran si ase awon jagunjagun ni ona ti awon omo ijo kan fi nsaigboran si oro Olorun, won yi o fi oju ba ile ejo.


Nje nigbana, awon ojuse mererin nla wonyi wa fun wa lati se. ki a gba otito gbo, ki a di otito mu sinsin, ki a mu otito lo si ojuse ati ki a fi otito lo awon elomiran. Bi a ba se ojuse wa wonyi, a o ni iriri ayo ati agbara ninu aye wa, ati idagbasoke ati ibukun ninu awon ijo wa.

ETO TABI ASE NINU IJO

2 Tessalonika 3:6-18


Isoro ninu ijo dabi isoro nipa ti ara, eyiti o je pe bi a ba fi sile li aiyanju, won yio tunbo maa buru si, won yi o si maa ran awon eniyan miran sii. Nigbati Paulu ko leta re akoko si ijo, o kilo fun awon alaini-nkan-se ti nro ejo elejo lati wa nkan se (1 Tessalonika 4:11).  O kilo fun awon adari ijo lati “kilo fun awon tin se alaigboran” (1 Tessalonika 5:14). Awon oniwahala (adagboru) ko ronupiwada. Awon ara kan ti fi ise ti won nse sile, owo won dile, sibe won fe ki ijo maa toju won. Bee ni won si nsofofo nipa awon to wa ninu ijo. Won ko ni ise lowo, won si nsofofo, labe iboju pe “Oluwa mbo Kankan!”
Asitumo tabi asilo otito oro Olorun le fa wahala ti o soro lati yanju. Ninu itan ni a tiri akosile nipa ogo awon eniyan ti won ti gbe okan le awon ojo pato, ti won ta ohun ini won, ti won lo joko sori oke, ti won nduro de ipadabo oluwa. Isoro ti o ba wa ninu ijo ni gbogbo ijo ni lati pawopo yanju re. Ijo gbodo fi ife baa awon ti o wa ninu re lo, ki won si lepa lati ran enikookan lowo lati gboran si Olorun. Lati le ran won lowo ninu ise yi, Paulu fun won ni ere (idi) merin lati gba awon alafara kristiani n’iyanju ki won yipada kuro ninu ese won, ki won si beresi wa onje oojo fun ara won.
Igbaniyan lati inu oro Olorun (2 Tessalonika 3:6): Ijo dabi omo ogun, bi omo ogun ko ba gboran si ase ti oro ti won ba won so, ki i si eto ninu ogun naa Olorun fe ki eto tabi ase wa ninu ijo. “E maa se ohun gbogbo teyeteye ati leselese” (1 Korinti 14:40). Alaigboran omo ogun si ase oluwa fihan pe ko jowo ara re fun oga re. Nje o je okan ninu awon ti o nmu alaafia wa sinu ijo tabi eniti ngbe ogun wo inu ijo ni o bi? 
Apere ti Aposteli (2Tessalonika 3:7-10): Gege bi Aposteli, Paulu ni agbara lati beere iranlowo owo sugbon o moomo yera fun agbara yi ki o le je apeere fun awon odo onigbagbo (1 Korinti 9:6-14). Onigbagbo kookan ti o je osise ni eto si iranlowo lati odo ijo bi o ti nsise oluwa (Luku 10:7; Galatia 6:6; 1 Timoteu 5:17-18). A ko gbodo lo apeere Paulu gege bi awijare lati mase toju awon ojise Olorun sugbon eniti o ba nsise fun Olorun ni anfani lati pa eto yi ti si apakan fun ogo Olorun.

Igbaniyanju ti ijo (2 Tessalonika 3:11-15): “Sugbon eyin ara, e mase saare ni rere ise” (2 Tessalonika 3:13). Awon onigbagbo tooto ni irewesi ba okan won nipa iwa awon alafara awon ayanfe ti won ko lati sise. Apeere buburu ti awon ayanfe die le pa ifokansin run, ki o si di ise isin ti gbogbo ijo ti o ku lowo. Bi awon onigbagbo wonyi ko ba gboran, awon ara ninu ijo gbodo ba won wi funrawon.

Ifi Agbara funni ti oluwa (2 Tessalonika 3:16-18): Bi wahala ba wa ninu ijo, o tumo si pe wahala wa ninu okan enikan. Bi Kristi ba je oluwa, nigbanaa, alaafia yi o wa ninu okan. Bi ogun ba wa ninu okan, Jesus Kristi ki ise oluwa ninu iru okan be (Jakobu 4:1-10). Bi a ba gbekele oore-ofe Olorun, a le se ife Re fun ogo Olorun. “Oore-ofe mi to fun o” (2 Korinti 12:9).
