


DEUT 17 v 14 – 20 (Israelites)

Shall write for himself a copy of this law…before the priests
Shall be with him, and read it all the days of his life, 
Learn to fear the Lord his God
Observe the law and these statutes,
That his heart may not be lifted above his brethren
Prolong his days in his kingdom, he and his children in the 
midst of Israel.



JUDGES 8 v 21 – 22 (Gideon)

22 Then the men of Israel said to Gideon, “Rule over us, both 
you and your son, and your grandson also; for you 
have delivered us from the hand of Midian.” But Gideon said to 
them, “I will not rule over you, nor shall my son rule over 
you; the Lord shall rule over you.”

28 Thus Midian was subdued before the children of Israel, so 
that they lifted their heads no more. And the country was quiet 
for forty years in the days of Gideon.



Now listen to them; but warn them solemnly and let them 
know what the king who will reign over them will claim as his
rights.”

CLAIM AS KINGS RIGHTS
Take your sons and make them serve with his chariots and 
horses, and they will run in front of his chariots.
He will assign some to be commanders of thousands and 
commanders of fifties.
Others to plow his ground, reap his harvest, others to make 
weapons of war and equipment for his chariots.

1 SAM 8 v 6 – 22



CLAIM AS KINGS RIGHTS
Take your daughters to be perfumers, cooks and bakers. 
Best of your fields and vineyards and olive groves and give 
them to his attendants.
Tenth of your grain and of your vintage and give it to his 
officials and attendants.
Servants male/female, best of your cattle, as his own.
He will take a tenth of your flocks, and you yourselves will 
become his slaves.

carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of 
men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting, 15 but, 
speaking the truth in love, may grow up in all things into Him 
who is the head—Christ— 16 from whom the whole body, 
joined and knit together by what every joint supplies, 
according to the effective working by which every part does 
its share, causes growth of the body for the edifying of itself 
in love.
