New Business:

Another workday will also be set (for just Carl L and John L) to clean up five trees just west of Hickory St. (Carl and John will use their own equipment for this).
 Discussion of Toledo Blade  on June 11 2023 article about Rubber-base - sidewalk placements . So that trees don’t have to be removed…..the sidewalk “moves”…….
Steph Miller and John L will work on a tree care pamphlet to be available for Village residents.
Discussion of what to do with grass now that our village Muni Bldg area  (Hirzel)   doesn’t take grass clippings.
