· The LSDB is payable to persons at the Trustees’ discretion (and so confirmation is required of the beneficiaries to be paid and, if there is more than one beneficiary, confirmation is required of the amount to be paid to each beneficiary)
· The LSDB is within the deceased member’s available Lump Sum & Death Benefit Allowance (LS&DBA) of £998,430.88

2. Spouse’s pension
· A spouse’s pension is payable of £9,508.72 per annum 

3. Payment of pension
· The spouse’s pension is payable in monthly instalments in advance 
· The pension will start on 1st October 2025 
· The pension will be paid for life and will be subject to PAYE

4. Pension increases
· The spouse’s pension in payment will be increased each year on 1st April by the lower of the rise in the retail prices index and 5.0%
