Caring for your mirror

e  Ensure that the correct fitment procedures have been followed.

e To clean the McMirror, we recommend using a chamois leather dipped in warm water and methylated spirits.

e Do not use acidic or alkaline (ammonia based) cleaners.

e Do not use an abrasive cleaner such as steel wool on the face or back of the mirror, as it will scratch the glass or protective

backing.

e Do not apply cleaning fluid directly onto the face of the mirror as it could spill over the edge and onto the back of the mirror.
