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• In Oct 2024, monthly retail sales in Sheffield city centre were £18.5m. Year-to-Date (YTD) sales were £183m.

• Compared to Oct 2023, monthly sales marginally increased by +0.8% while YTD sales decreased by -3.6%.

• The marginal increase in monthly sales was due to an increase of +2.0% in average revenue per customer (ARPC) 
and a decrease of -1.2% in customer numbers.
