We’'ll also visit the popular farmers
market where local produce, handmade crafts and regional treats showcase the best of the
hinterland. After returning to Nambucca Heads there’s time to relax before dinner.

Day 4: Thursday — Hidden Treasures of the Nambucca Valley (B/L/D)
Today we uncover the stories, flavours and heritage of the beautiful Nambucca Valley. We visit
The Honey Place to discover delicious local honey products and learn more about the fascinating
world of bees. At Nambucca Macnuts, browse locally grown macadamia products fresh from the
farmgate. We continue to historic Bowraville where fascinating local history comes alive at the
Folk Museum and the Frank Partridge VC Military Museum, home to remarkable wartime
memorabilia and stories of Australian service. Another lovely dinner awaits on our return to the
resort

Day 5. Friday — Port Macquarie & Coastal Wildlife (B/L/D)

A wonderful day of coastal scenery and wildlife awaits in Port Macquarie. We begin at Ricardoes
Tomatoes & Strawberries, famous for delicious strawberries, tomatoes and country hospitality.
Next, enjoy a relaxing river cruise along the beautiful Hastings River with Port Jet Cruises. Keep
watch for dolphins, seabirds and stunning waterfront scenery as we glide through the waterways.
Afterwards, stretch your legs along Port Macquarie’s iconic painted breakwall before visiting
Guulabaa - Place of Koala, where we learn about important koala conservation and breeding
programs helping protect one of Australia’s most loved native animals. We’ll enjoy Another
delicious dinner together.
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Day 6. Saturday — South West Rocks & Historic Coastline (B/L/D)
Today combines spectacular coastline, fascinating history and true Aussie character. Our morning
begins at the renowned Slim Dusty Centre, celebrating the life and music of one of Australia’s
greatest country music legends. We then visit the dramatic seaside ruins of Trial Bay Gaol,
perched high above the ocean with incredible coastal views and fascinating stories from the past.
Travelling through beautiful coastal communities including South West Rocks and Scotts Head,
we enjoy stunning beaches, scenic lookouts and relaxed seaside charm. There’s also the
opportunity to sample unique regional produce, including a visit to the famous buffalo farm at
Eungai Creek Buffalo Farm. On return to our Resort we have time to relax before dinner.

Day 7. Sunday — Coffs Harbour Highlights (B/L/D)

Our final full day showcases the very best of Coffs Harbour. Browse the lively Sunday
Harbourside Markets along the jetty foreshores before enjoying unforgettable marine
experiences at the Coffs Coast Wildlife Sanctuary.

We also explore the
fascinating Solitary Islands Aquarium before finishing the day at the breathtaking Forest Sky
Pier, where panoramic views stretch across rainforest, coastline and the sparkling Pacific Ocean.
