Rules of the Russell Plantation Homeowners Association Concerning use of Clubhouse -Tennis Courts - Pool


The following rules have been approved by the Russell Plantation Recreation Association, Inc. with regard to the use of the clubhouse and tennis courts, which are located in the common areas of the Russell Plantation Subdivision.  As these rules have been adopted by the Board of Directors of the Russell Plantation Recreation Association, they are binding upon all members and their guests and assigns.

1.0 Use of the Clubhouse

1.1 -
Members of the RPRA who are current with their annual dues may use the clubhouse for family functions (limited to four (4) per year) at no hourly charge but with a $150.00 security deposit and a signed copy of the RPHA Clubhouse Rental Agreement.  The association member must make reservation of the clubhouse at least two (2) weeks in advance of the function by making the reservation with the clubhouse coordinator.  At the time of the reservation, the security deposit payable to the RPHA shall be delivered to the clubhouse coordinator.  This deposit will be refunded in full if the clubhouse has not been damaged during such use, all proper clean up has been completed, and the heating and air conditioning system has been promptly turned off after such use.  If these conditions are not met the RPRA reserves the right to retain all or part of such security deposit.

1.3 Association members who are current with their annual dues who wish to use the clubhouse for non-family functions, such as Cub Scout meetings, Boy Scout meetings, Girl Scout meetings, other service organizations, or other such club meetings which take place on a regular basis, may do so with a charge of $10.00 per hour payable in advance, a $200.00 security deposit and a signed copy of the RPRA Clubhouse Rental Agreement.  The association member must make reservation of the clubhouse, least two (2) weeks in advance of the function, by making the reservation with the clubhouse coordinator.  At the time of the reservation, the security deposit payable to the RPRA shall be delivered to the clubhouse coordinator.  At the request of the association member, the clubhouse coordinator will schedule the use of the clubhouse at the regular intervals requested by the association member.  The deposit shall be refunded in full if the clubhouse has not been damaged during such use, all proper clean up has been completed, and the heating and air conditioning system has been promptly turned off after such use.  If these conditions are not met, the RPRA reserves the right to retain all or part of such security deposit.
1.4 Organizations with which an association member is affiliated and independent third-party organizations with no relationship to the subdivision, wishing to use the clubhouse for company events, including meetings, seminars, or presentations, may do so by making a reservation at least thirty (30) days in advance with a charge of $50.00 per hour rental and a $200.00 security deposit.  At the time of the reservation, the security deposit payable to the RPRA shall be delivered to the clubhouse coordinator.  The deposit shall be refunded in full if the clubhouse has not been damaged during such use, all proper clean up has been completed, and the heating and air conditioning system has been promptly turned off after such use.  If these conditions are not met, the RPHA reserves the right to retain all or part of such security deposit.

1.5 Each association member utilizing the clubhouse in the manners set forth above agrees that the security deposit delivered may not be sufficient to cover damages that may result to the clubhouse during such functions.  Each association member agrees to be responsible for any and all resulting damage to the clubhouse resulting from such association member’s use.  Failure to pay may result in a lien being placed upon your property.

1.6 Each association member agrees that ALL reservations are made subject to availability and at the discretion of the clubhouse director.

2.0 Use of the tennis courts:

2.1 Members of the RPRA who are current with their annual dues, their families, and up to three (3) guests, may use the tennis courts without charge, provided that they sign up for the use of the tennis courts on the notice board which is provided at the tennis courts.

2.2 Members of the RPRA and their families may use the tennis courts for private lessons, provided that they sign up for the use of the tennis courts on the notice board which is provided at the tennis courts.

2.3 Members of the RPRA may use the tennis courts for tennis or private lessons involving individuals not living in the subdivision if they reserve the particular tennis court at least one (1) week in advance and deliver a $200.00 security deposit to the tennis court coordinator.  Such association member will be charged a fee of $20.00 per hour pro rata per court to utilize the tennis courts for such event or private lesson and will deliver such payment to the tennis court coordinator prior to the use of the courts.  The $200.00 deposit will be refunded within five (5) days of the end of the period of usage if the tennis courts are not damaged and trash has been removed.  However, if these conditions are not met, the RPRA reserves the right to retain all or part of the security deposit.  Association members agree that if they reserve the tennis court for tennis or a private lesson, they will agree to reserve only one (1) court for such event or lesson to allow at least one (1) court to remain free for association member play.  If the association member requires two (2) courts, prior agreement must be obtained from the tennis court coordinator.

2.4 After each use of the courts, all trash, ball cans, ball can tops, and drink containers, etc., must be removed from the courts and placed in the large trash container behind the clubhouse.

2.5 Each association member shall keep in mind that of the tennis court equipment, the tennis court nets are perhaps the most vulnerable to damage.  Considerable expense is incurred annually to maintain the courts to a high standard.  Therefore, each association member agrees that during his or her use of the court, their family members’ use, or guests’ use that they will supervise play to ensure that damage to the tennis courts and tennis court nets is minimized.

3.0 Association member responsibility for the use of the clubhouse and/or tennis courts:

Each association member understands that in their use of the clubhouse and/or tennis courts such association member is responsible for the conduct of their family members and guests.  The RPRA must hold each association member individually responsible for their respective use of the clubhouse and tennis courts and must require each association member to ensure that the tennis courts and clubhouse are used solely for lawful purposes and that no violation of RPRA rules, federal, state or municipal law occurs during such use of the common areas of the homeowners association.

3.2 The tennis courts are for tennis only and should not be used for

skateboarding, roller blading or other activity other than tennis.

4.0 Use of the swimming pool:

4.2 Each association member understands that the swimming pool is a common area maintained for the use of the association members, their family members, and their guests.  The RPRA must hold each association member responsible for their respective use of the swimming pool and must require each association member to ensure that the swimming pool is used solely for lawful purposes and that there is no property damage and that no violation of RPRA rules, federal, state or municipal law occurs during such use of the common areas of the homeowners association.

4.3 Each association member fully understands and agrees individually, and on behalf of their family members, that the homeowners association will not maintain any lifeguard at the pool.  Therefore, individual members, including their family members and guests, who use the swimming pool of the association DO SO AT THEIR OWN RISK.  No child or guest of the association member under twelve (12) years of age should be allowed to use the pool unless they are accompanied by an association member or family member of an association member who is at least sixteen (16) years of age.  Each association member understands and agrees that any children of association members who come to the pool without adult supervision or supervision by a child of at least sixteen (16) years of age DO SO AT THEIR OWN RISK.
4.4 A set of rules regarding the use of the pool will be prominently posted at the pool area.  All association members, their family members, and guests agree that their use of the pool constitutes consent to the rules for pool use.  Any violation of these rules may result in a fine being imposed on the association member at the discretion of the officers of the RPRA.

5.0 Waiver of liability:

5.1 Each association member does hereby, individually and for his respective family members and guests, waive and relinquish in advance any claim or cause of action of whatsoever any kind or nature which such association member, his family members, or guests, may have or might have in the future against the association in connection with their use of the common areas of the association, including the clubhouse, tennis courts, and swimming pool.  Each association member understands and agrees that this broad waiver of liability is in the best interest of the RPRA as a whole and each of its members individually.  Such waiver of liability and release or claims has been fully understood and accepted by each association member.
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
