A - Why did you order me to stay?

B - I didn't order you, | asked you to stay. | want to talk to you.

A - You want to talk to me? The president of grocery store in person? What an honor!

B - What is this ridicule. Sit down.

A - At your command. | am sitting, Mr. Manager. I'm ready. Please speak.

A — Its none of your business.

A - the mouth — even less so.

B - If it were only about me, | would ignore you, but you are harming our grocery store.

A - Behold the protector is found!

B - Precisely: the protector is found. And you don't like it.

A —No, | don't. What are going to do about it?

B - Perhaps you are going to threaten me that you will bring some friends? This is exactly
what the cowards do.

A -1 am not a coward! (leaps up from his chair)

B — You are not? admit it, then: are you coming to the store to buy "rotten sausage"?

A - Yes, | do, and also to buy "rotten salted fish".

B - Did you say | steal from the shop?

A -1did.

B - Did you call me a peddler?

B - did you push me? did you throw ice at me

A - | pushed you. | threw at you. What an important person... is it not allowed to joke
around?

B - These were not jokes. No, you are trying to humiliate, not me, but our self-management
and the grocery store.

A - not just one. | snitched four books, if you want to know. Ho ho - you found one.
B - Why are you doing these things?

A - | feel like it.

B - Shameless thief!

A - What did you say?

B - that you are a thief!

(they grab each other and fight)
Don't kick!
A - And you don't choke
B - Are you biting?
(A teacher enters with a pile of notebooks).
Teacher — What is this? What's going on here? A fight?
B — No fighting.
Teacher - but this is what | see.
B - | am balancing the score.
Teacher - Funny accounting, something completely new. | have never read about that.
B — because no one wrote about ways to neutralize someone who interferes with the work
Teacher - and what is he doing?

B - He can say it himself, if he has courage enough.



A - Well, | can tell
