Assists Able Seamen and Officers in deck work.

Deck Utility Worker Helps in maintenance, painting, and cleaning.

Handles ship’s electrical systems, wiring, and power distribution.

Electronics Technician

Maintains navigation and communication systems (radars, GPS, radios).

Hydraulic Technician

Manages and repairs hydraulic systems like cranes, winches, and steering gear.
Mechanical Technician

Works on pumps, generators, compressors, and other mechanical equipment.
Refrigeration & HVAC Technician — Maintains air conditioning and cooling systems.
