REASONS. 

· It may be better, in terms of words allowed, to choose two complementary approaches that nevertheless have some tension between them, for example, two variants of feminist, psychoanalytical, new historicist or Marxist theory. It may also be beneficial if one approach was slightly more illuminating than the other. It could also be useful to use new historicism in conjunction with another theory. 

	PROVIDE an introduction to the theory, theorists and approaches you intend to apply. 


	WRITE DRAFT INTRODUCTION TO ESSAY Present to peers for peer evaluation
What is your central purpose? Above all have a clear sense of purpose. 
Explain and Evaluate


	Be clear and concise. 
· Explain the aspect of the text that you find interesting/ explain why you chose the particular text. What is it about the text that drew your attention?

· Introduce your topic (the specific focus of your investigation), outlining your central focus or problem and /or outline the question you are posing about your text.

· Explain how you intend to apply your two theoretical approaches in order to answer this question. Why did you choose this particular pair of theories? How might you reveal something not immediately obvious about the text?

· Comment, in general terms, on what each approach might reveal i.e. evaluate their usefulness in answering your question/addressing your topic. 
· What might one approach reveal that the other fails to reveal?
