At our September meeting, BAS member, Doug Bell,
presented a photographic tour of the Tretyakov Gallery and
the new Moscow. Doug has always held a passion for
Russian artists. His dream of seeing a painting called
"Portrait of an Unknown Woman," by Ivan Kramskoi (1883),
was realized in June when he made the trip to Moscow with
his family. Doug became enamored with this painting from
the cover of the book "Anna Karenina," and made it his goal to see the original.
Doug's journey took him to the Tretyakov Gallery, which is the national treasury
of Russian fine art. It contains more than 150,000 works of art created throughout
the centuries by Russian artists. The gallery began in the home of Pavel Tretyakov.
Pavel started collecting paintings in 1853 in the Sukharev market where he usuall
ought books.
In addition to the Kramskoi painting, Doug presented photographs of wonderfu
paintings by llya Repin, Nicolai Fechin, Valentin Serov and Issac Levitan.
At the end of Doug's Russian art presentation, he showed us short films of the™
"new Moscow." Doug first visited Moscow for six days, 40 years ago, during ‘
Brezhnev era. He described an austere city with no signs on merchant shops and
~only one make of car, the Volga, which was available in very few color choices.
oday Doug says that the new Moscow would easily be mistaken for any modern city.
