Mark Monsarrat, our featured artist, gave a delightful critique at 
our last meeting.  With great humor and wit he interacted with 
each participating member artist.  After reviewing with us his 
notes on critiquing a painting, he asked each artist how he liked 

his own painting and if he would make any changes.  He also asked for comments 
from the group.  Mark then offered his opinion with suggestions on how to make the next 
painting even better.  Mark was very warm and courteous in his suggestions and each artist 
went away with some good insights.  In his critiques he said, “I want to help the artist take his 
work to the next level and not be discouraged but encouraged.” 
 Mark  passed out  his notes on what  to look  f or  when cr i t iquing a paint ing, some of  which 

are as follows: 7 composi t ional  elements which are Line; Shape; Mass (or Weight); Value; Color; 
Edge; Paint Quality; and also Composi t ional  Concepts which are Uni ty; Eye Path; Focal  Points; 

Dominance, Hierarchy, Opposi tes Balance; Thirds; Energy/ Tranqui l i t y; Repet i t ion, Rhythm; 

Draw ing and Perspect ive; and Atmospher ic Perspect ive.  His overal l  cr i ter ia is (1) Good 

Paint ings at t racts and holds the viewerÕs interest  in two ways: an ini t ial  impact  f rom a 

distance, and a reward or  payof f  upon closer  inspect ion.  (2) The ar t istÕs intent  Ð the reason for  

the paint ing Ð should be evident  and consistent . (3) Paint ing should appear  f ul ly resolved and 

comfor table w i th i t sel f , consistent ly handled. (4) Should be a sense that  ar t ist  has done the 

best  in every aspect  (not  meaning detai l ). (5) Good paint ing involves the viewÕs imaginat ion 

both emot ional ly and intel lectual ly.  His t ips f or  seeing are take a f resh look , squint , t ry 

upside- down, check  m ir ror  image and ask  others their  opinion.
