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Alvin Joe gave us a
splendid watercolor demo at February's B.A.S.
meeting. There was a wonderful calmness to
Alvin's presentation, but that did not stop the
vibrant colors he wused from bringing his
composition to life. The inspiration for the demo
painting was a photo of the Half Moon Bay
Conference center and coastline. Alvin said that he
only uses the essential elements, in a photo or
scene, to make the composition inviting to the
eyes. Alvin paints in his studio, but also enjoys
painting outdoors when weather permits.

Alvin makes sketches of the dominant light
and shapes before he pencils his composition onto
140Ilb cold press Kilimanjaro paper. He said that
he usually works from the top to the bottom of a
painting using American Journey artist grade
watercolors. Also, he prefers to have several sable
hair brushes available so that he does not have to
constantly wash brushes and pollute the water. To
blot excess water from his brushes, Alvin uses a
simple invention of rolled paper in a mushroom
container from the grocery store, held together
with a rubber band. Alvin prefers to mix his paints
on the palette, and then test his color, rather than
mixing directly on the paper. He does not use
black, but rather a warm mixture of paint including
indigo. In addition, Alvin only uses transparent
colors - no white, and very little yellow. Alvin
suggests that taking several watercolor
workshops, from various teachers, is a good way
to pick up valuable pointers, but his humber one
piece of advice is, "Paint, Paint Paint!"
