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THE GIFT

Kaleo Baptist Primary School
was built in an area between
Kaleo and the neighbouring
community of Bor-Duori.
There was no supply of water
in the area, so each day the
water needed for drinking,
cooking and washing had to
be carried one and a half
miles from Kaleo to the
school. This was an
exhausting and time
consuming process, and also
meant that water had to be
used very carefully at the
school. In January 2014,
Rebecca, the Head Teacher,
made an official request to

The new bore hole being sunk
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the Ghanaian government for
a bore hole to be sunk at the
school. For almost three
years nothing happened.
Together with a group of
friends, we met to pray
specifically for the bore hole
and we were delighted when,
two weeks later, we received
a phone call from Rebecca
telling us that some

government technicians had |
arrived at the school, with no |

notice, and had sunk a bore
hole. The school now has its
own supply of fresh, clean
water that can be accessed
at will, for free.

September 2018 all six classrooms will
be used to teach 270 children. Add to
this the 80 children in the Kindergarten
and 350 children will be educated and
receive a nourishing meal each day.
