We will provide all children with activities and experiences to promote their well being and development.
We will observe and monitor individual children’s progress and share with parents/carers. Where a child may appear to not be making progress either generally or in a specific area of learning, we will discuss our observations and any proposed plans with the parent/carer.  We will do this in a way to encourage them to contribute their knowledge about their child.  We will work closely with parents/carers and other support agencies where appropriate to ensure individual child’s needs are met including writing and carrying out individual education plans.  
Records of any concerns about children’s development will be kept and shared with parents

We will promote children’s self-esteem and encourage children to develop a sense of their own identity.
Parents/carers are invited to request documentation being presented in other formats where needed.  This may be translating to another language, a different font style or having information explained verbally.  This is to ensure that all relevant documentation is accessible to all.
