Medicines Policy/Procedure
We are committed to ensuring that all children with short or long term medical conditions receive the care and medication they need for them to participate in the setting if they are well enough to attend.

Procedure :

We will only administer medicines with written consent from the child’s parent clearly detailing what the medicine is for .  We will not administer any medication containing aspirin to a child under the age of 16 years unless it has been prescribed by a doctor.

Administration of prescription medication that needs technical/medical knowledge will only be carried out with training from a qualified health professional specific to the child or by instruction from the parent and medical professional 
Medicines will be administered and stored strictly according to the product instructions. 

We will gain written permission for each and every medicine before any medication is given.  

We will keep written records of all medicines administered. A qualified first aider will administer the medicine ,witnessed by another member of staff . Each person will check the medication form from the parent and the instructions on the container. If there are any discrepancies the parent will be contacted. The member of staff administering will record the date,time and dosage given to the child and sign the medication record alongside the witnessing member of staff. The member of staff giving the medication is responsible for observing the child for any possible reactions. When the childs parents return they will be asked to sign to confirm that they are aware of the medication and dosage given and that they have received the medication back .
In the event of long term conditions such as asthma a health care plan will be completed with the childs parent giving permission to administer medication as they direct. The above procedure will apply for administering and recording any medication given. If parents wish for medication to remain at the playgroup they will be asked to fill in a form confirming this.

Only medicines stored in their original containers will be administered.
