POTTY AND TOILET TRAINING POLICY 


Our aim is to work in partnership with Parents and Carers to support their child to become potty/toilet trained


We recommend that after consulting each other, at parents request to begin training,that the parent takes some time away from setting to establish toilet training or potty training at home.

This should only be started when their child actually understands their bodily function regarding needing to urinate, and understands the concept of a full bladder. When the child can speak, or make known that they need the potty/toilet, and have the understanding to attempt to wait until the appropriate time to urinate.
We request that during this time practical clothing is worn by your child so it is easy for them to use the potty/toilet. I.E no tights, dungarees, trousers with belts, vests with press studs, all-in-one play suits etc. to make it easier for them. We would also ask that the parent provides a set of clothes and shoes in the event of an accident . For children in nappies we ask that a supply of nappies and wipes are provided by the childs parents in a named bag .
We will ask the parent/carer what the child does at home eg do they use a toilet or potty , do they prefer to stand or sit ( boys)  and we will follow the same procedure .

No child in our care will be disciplined for any accidents. We will change the child when necessary on a calm and sensitive manner .

We will discuss the childs use of the potty/toilet at the end of the session .
