Health and Safety Policy/Procedure
A full risk assessment of the building and the activities we provide  is recorded and is regularly reviewed.
The health and safety of all children is important to us so providing a safe secure environment that is clean and tidy for children to play and learn.
To ensure this we constantly observe, evaluate and take the necessary action to reduce risks to children. From doing this we have implemented the following list of safety measures to help eliminate any accidents:~

· Care to be taken giving appropriate toys to children and any broken or soiled toys are removed.
· Trailing leads to be kept out of sight/reach

· Cleaning products and sharp knives etc. are kept out of the reach of children.

· Hazards and faulty equipment will be removed from the setting immediately

· All staff hold up to date pediatric First Aid certificate which is a requirement to have as childcare providers to ensure that your child receives the best possible care in the event of an accident.

· The Office door is locked when not in use
Members of staff stand at the front door and greet the children on arrival. 

Garden/Outside spaces
· In the garden bolts have been fitted so that children cannot escape through the gate. 
· Plants in garden within children’s reach are not poisonous or very prickly. 
· Close supervision on outings and risks assessments will be made before attending each place.  Written risk assessments will be reviewed annually but we will be constantly aware of safety and eliminating risk
· Daily checks are made for any animal faeces,debris,glass etc 

Fire and Safety Equipment
There is appropriate fire safety equipment in both kitchens. Staff are aware where the fire extinguishers are located and how to us them.

Health/Emergencies 

Our setting is registered with the local Environmental Health Department .Only  Staff that have completed a safer food handler qualification Level 2 in food safety will prepare any snacks for the children. Children bring in their own packed lunch. 
Food is prepared and stored following ‘The safer food better business’ guidance produced by the Food Standards Agency.  

This includes:
· Ensuring work surfaces in kitchen are cleaned daily with anti-bacterial cleaner

· Fridge temperature kept at below 5 degrees to prevent harmful bacteria multiplying. A fridge thermometer is in place to monitor this

· Freezer temperature kept at below -18 degrees to prevent harmful bacteria multiplying. A thermometer is in place to monitor this

· Foods are  covered,stored and labelled  according to manufacturers recommendations
· There are separate chopping boards for fruit/vegetables, dairy and bread products
Children are encouraged to wash their hands before eating, after using the toilet, handling animals and after messy play. Children are provided with towels to dry their hands .These are washed and replaced daily.Posters with photographs of washing hands are displayed in the toilet areas.
Nappies are changed on a changing mat in the designated areas of each room. A partition is placed around the child to give them privacy but is positioned so that staff members can be seen . The area is cleaned after each use and toilets are cleaned regularly with appropriate cleaning materials ,as are floors.  Staff wear disposable gloves and nappies are placed in a nappy sack and placed in a designated bin in the nappy changing area. Any spills will be cleaned up immediately.

All areas accessible to children (including toys and equipment) are cleaned regularly.
Outdoor play will be provided on a daily basis to promote children’s health unless circumstances make this inappropriate, for example extreme weather conditions 

Other policies held relating to Health and Safety are:

· Emergency procedure  - If there is an emergency and we are unable to continue caring for your child this policy details the arrangements we have in place 
· Non-collection of child – If a child is not collected as arranged we have a  procedure that we will follow
· Lost child - We have a procedure in place in the event of a lost child 

· Smoking policy - It is a legal requirement to ensure children are in a smoke free environment and we have a policy in place for this 
· Accident and Incident Policy – Accidents are responded to and reported as per this policy
