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It is convention to express ratios in their simplest form.
Ratios in simplest form use whole numbers only.
Ifa ratio is expressed with fractions, it is simplified by converting the quantities to whole

numbers. This is generally done by multiplying by the lowest common denominator (LCD).
Before ratios are simplified the quantities must be expressed in the same unit.
