@ Triangles can be classified by their side lengths or their internal angles.
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KEY IDEAS

B A polygon is a shape with straight sides.

« They are named by their number of sides.

@ The sum of internal angles (S) of a polygon is given by this rule:

S =180° x (n—2)

where n is the number of sides

@ Aregular polygon has sides of equal length and equal angles.
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
