Parent Catechesis (Grades 1-6)

Parent Catechesis is a way to help parents
grow more in their own faith, as well as a way
to take that growth home with them to their
families! Parents will again be asked to
participate in Parent Catechesis for the 25-26
school year.

However, things will look a bit different this
year! In the past we have used a paper
passport for you to keep track of participation
at events, including in-person classes on
Wednesday evenings. In place of the parent
classes on Wednesday evenings, we will
instead be sharing with you a monthly
recording of our 4 priests discussing different
topics that were requested by parents in our
parishes. These videos will be shared with
parents via OneCall and give you a bit more
freedom to decide when to complete them
each month. Once finished watching the
videos, you will simply comment “Done” rather
than marking off on a paper passport. You can
also use the comment section as a way to ask
any questions that the priests can address in
the future. We will provide a little more info
when the first recording is released in
October!

Mass/Confession

Each CCD program will have Confession
and Adoration twice throughout the year
during their normal class time. The priests and
students have enjoyed getting to know each
other, therefore, priests will continue to stop
by classrooms this school year to say hello
and answer any questions the students may
have!

Pick up/Drop off

Drop off: Drivers must drop students off at
the door of the school building they attend. No
students should walk through the parking lot.
Vehicles are to enter the parking lot in front of
the CCD building from Philothea Road and
exit on the north end onto St. Peter Road.
Grades 1, 2, 11 & 12 are in the North Building
Grades 3-10 are in the South Building

Pick up: All students will be picked up at the
North Building using a pick-up line similar to
that of the drop-off.

PreK/Kindergarten

Children of Preschool or Kindergarten age (3+
and potty trained) are invited to attend classes
held in the preschool room in the South
Building during the 11:00am Mass on the 1%
and 3™ Sundays, October thru April. You can
drop your child(ren) off in the South Building
before Mass and pick them back up when
Mass is over.
