The long journey full of challenges and
obstacles finally yielded results. After a

prolonged wait, today we have a place of our
own to be used as a Burial Ground for the
Parish.

In brief, we had our existing very small
cemetery at Abhigere that was almost full, and
at times, we had to reuse the tombs to manage
the scarcity. Discussions were held internally at
parish and diocese levels to resolve the matter,
and eventually, we decided to put pressure on
the State Government and Urban/Rural local
self governing bodies, for our eligible right, i.e.
allotment of a piece of land for Burial purpose,
and to proceed with intense focus and
aggressive follow-up until our objective is
achieved.

To begin with, in July, 2017, we had a joint
meeting of Parish Priests of St. Sebastian's
Forane Church Mathikere, St. Alphonsa
Forane Church, Sulthanpalaya, St. Thomas
Forane Church, Jalahalli, St. Joseph and St.
Claret Church, Dasarahalli and Mary Matha
Church, Vijayanagar, at St. Sebastian's Forane
Church Mathikere. We discussed in detail
about the plan of action, and decided to move
forward by approaching the State Govenment
through the Minority Department channel.
Later, in August, our team, consisted of Rev.
Frs. Sinoj Pattam, Thomas Thanniyany, Roy
Vattakunnel, Joby Vakkati Puthenpurayil and
myself, together with Mrs. Akkamma, who was
one of the members of the Minority
Development Committee, an advocate by

profession and residing at Mathikere, visited
the then Chief Minister Mr.Siddaramaiah at
Vidhana Soudha, and submitted an application
for granting us a plot of land for Burial purpose.
We also submitted a copy of the said
application to  Mr. K J George,  the then Urban
Development Minister. Mr. K J George
thereafter advised us to meet the DC and to
continue follow up regularly. On his advice, we
visited the DC office multiple times, but we
were given only promises, no action was
initiated on our request.

During our follow-up process, many from
our Parish as well as from other Parishes
supported us in whatever manner possible,
offering their time and energy selflessly. Among
them, Mr. M J Francis of St. Joseph's Ward
was very keen to accompany us to the Taluk
office at Yelehanka, to the D C office at KG

Road near Mysore Bank Circle, and also to
the Corporation office to meet the Mayor.
Trustees of Jalahalli Parish, Mr. Georgekutty
and team, had also joined us to visit these offices.
There were occasions that we had to  wait in
these offices for hours to meet the Tahsildar
and D C. Many a time, we had to return without
meeting the Officers though we had prior
appointments to meet them.

Despite the many obstacles, we pursued
the matter with conviction. As a next step, we
used the good relationship of Mr.Bobby
Mathew of St. John's Ward, who had
acquaintance with Mr. M Anand, Dy. Mayor,
Mr. Hanumaanthe Gowda, Ex-President
Byatarayanapura Nagara Sabha and also with
Mr. Srinivas Raju, Ex-President Byatarayanapura
Nagara Sabha. Mr. Bobby Mathew
accompanied me occasionally to the D C office,
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and also to the Taluk office. I wholeheartedly
appreciate his efforts and the time that he had
spared for us to speed up the process.

Things hardly moved, and if at all, moved
at a snail's pace. In mid 2018, Mr. K J David
of  St. George Ward  voluntarily came forward
to explore the possibility of trying it out using
the influence of Mr. Veerappa Moily, MP.
Mr. K J Robert was then the Personal Assistant
of Mr.Veerappa Moily. In addition to the
existing applications and documentations, we
prepared a new set of applications,  and
submitted them to Mr. K J George as well as
to Mr. Veerappa Moily. It was indeed an
unrelenting struggle for two years.

Defying the odds, and once the land was
allotted to us, the MLA of the area raised some
objections, and therefore,we, alongwith
Mr. K J  David, had to run back and forth again
to the D C office and Taluk  office to clear the
hurdles, and finally to get the land in our
name.On the course, we have been helped by
many good souls. Late Mr. V D Varghese, and
Mr. P U John,Trustees of 2019, extended their
sincere  support and assistance to this project
in every manner possible. Late Mr. V D
Varghese was there with us then to put up the
name board in the land, to measure the land
and also to lay the boundary markings.
Thankfully remembering him always.

Incidently, when we commenced the land
development work in 2019, to our surprise, we
were served with a notice stating that the said
land belonged to the Wakf Board of the
Muslims. It was a big blow to us and to our
struggle, but we were reluctant to give up. Again
Mr.Robert intervened, and myself along
withMr.K J David,visited the Chairman of the
Wakf Board, and had discussions for a
permanent solution. The discussions did not

yield any result, rather we realized the fact that
we need to move forward legally. Therefore,
we contacted Mr. K Mathai, KAS, and sought
his advice. He introduced us to Adv. Nidhin,
who was a very efficient lawyer handling such
cases. Weeks later, Adv. Nidhin secured an
Injunction Order from the District Court, and
thereafter, we proceeded with the land
development work. Enormous difficulties along
the way; and everything appeared to be against
us.The concerned Police Officers even refused
to accept the Injunction Order that we had
obtained from the District Court. However, with
the timely intervention of Adv. Nidhin, we could
resolve all intermittent issues. He visited the
police station personally, and held discussions
with the Officers, that facilitated us to continue
the construction work. I whole heartedly
appreciate the expertise and efforts of Adv.
Nidhin, with whose support we could go ahead
with the work hassle free. He was always with
us extending his helping hands in all respects,
for which we are thankful to him beyond words.
I also take this opportunity to thank  Mr. Sunny
Thomas and Mr. Vinoth Vincent, who were
Trustees in 2019-21. They visited the police
station and the advocate's office several times
during the course, and supported the activities
regularly. I am also grateful to Mr. K J David,
as also appreciate his hard work,dedication and
determination due to which we could expedite
the process for land allotment.

Soon after, we completed the compound
wall construction and carried out the allied land
development work. Around December, 2020,
we initiated the partition activities of the land,
and divided the land into 6 parts,depending  on
the number of families in these five parishes,
and an individual portion to the Diocese.
Subsequently, during April, 2021, we also

commenced the tomb construction work with
a view to complete the activities swiftly so that
the parish could start using the facilities as and
when needed.

On 1st July, 2021, I left the Parish, and
Rev.Fr.Mathew Mechirackal took over the
charge. On a successful note, all the aforesaid
five churches have jointly continued the
construction work, and now is in rapid
progress. Fr. Mathew Mechirackal, with the
support of the Trustess, Mr. Sunny Thomas,
Mr. V T Joyson, Mr. Jimmy Alexander and  Mr.
Bejoy Jose had now completed the
construction of a road inside the Cemetery, and
also are in the process of constructing an
approach road to the Cemetery. Meanwhile,
we are very grateful to Mr. Velu, the Councillor
of the area, who spoke to the concerned area
Engineer, and to the Leaders of the area, and
obtained us the permission to use the approach

road to the Cemetery. We also acknowledge
with gratitude the many support and assistance
provided by Mr.Shiv Kumar, Managing
Director of Vijaya constructions,without which
the Cemetery would not have looked so
beautiful and organized as we see it today.
I have, hopefully, not missed anyone to thank
specifically, and if so, I take this opportunity to
thank them for being part of this journey. I also
wish you all the very best in your life. May God
Bless You.

May be you are blessed with your own
house without worrying about paying rent,  you
may be driving an expensive SUV or possessing
various other valuables in this world, but at the
end of the day, the message from our Lord  is
loud and clear; " The rich and the poor have
this in common : The  LORD is the maker of
them all " ( Proverbs 22 : 2 ) Then comes the
Lord's reassurance "I know your affliction

and your poverty, even though you are rich"
( Revelation 2 : 9).

When COVID-19 pandemic struck the
world, nobody was aware of the consequences
rather was not prepared to face the harsh
realities that would follow and unfold so rapidly
and dramatically without sparing anyone
irrespective of  rich or poor. For once, even
the oxygen we breathe that was given to us for
free by God, had become so much expensive
and was scarce when one was seriously ill and
admitted in the ICU and hooked to a  ventilator
in the hospital. People could only watch
helplessly when money and medicines could not
save the lives of their near and dear ones.
Suddenly, the entire world was under the grip
of fear of death and uncertainty.

Like many of you, I too was earning a
handsome profit from our business; an
internationally  recognized IATA approved
Travel company located inside the IISc
Campus, Bangalore.  I have been paying pretty

good salary to two of our employees who have
been with us for many years.  Since July 2019,
much before the occurrence of covid pandemic,
we were already going through a huge loss, to
the extent of almost 15 Lakhs, owing to the
cancellation of about 46 International tickets.
Our agency had to issue those tickets as the
varsity authorities requested us officially though
we had clearly advised them, in writing, at least
3 times, to avoid insisting on these non-
refundable tickets.

You might be wondering as to how did I
manage to face such serious difficulties during
this period and yet be so strong!  My humble
answer to you and everyone who is  reading
this article is very simple : "Have complete and
unwavering faith in your God. Read the Holy
Scriptures every day (The Power you Gain is
Unbelievable) Attend Holy Mass regularly and
pray to Him,our Lord in silence  not just for

you alone, but for your brothers and sisters who
are undergoing the same sufferings."

After attending a one week spiritual retreat
led by Rev. Fr. Daniel Poovannathil in the early
2019 at Trivandrum and subsequently, we
received a schedule in our WhatsApp Group
to help us read the entire Holy Bible, and
complete it in 100 Days : I managed to complete
this reading in 100 days, which ended on the
Day of Pentecost. Having been inspired by the
Power through the Word of God, I began
reading it for a second time.  It was during this
time, more precisely on 26th July 2019, our
business was impacted by the aforesaid huge
loss of  15 Lakhs.  Apart from my family and
our office team,  I shared this matter only with
our most beloved Ex. Vicar Rev. Fr. Mathew
Panackakuzhy. I requested his prayers and
sought his advice regarding my dilemma as to
whether I should go for a hand-loan from
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someone on interest or to sell my SUV to honor
the payment obligations. Rev. Fr. Mathew
advised me to sell the vehicle if there was no
other choice rather than taking money from
someone on interest.

In fact, I was even able to reassure my
team members saying that we did try our best
to avoid this unfortunate situation, and not to
lose hope as we have lost only some hard-
earned money but were able to retain our
Company's  Goodwill. Nevertheless, I was
really worried about their future and the well-
being of their families.

With the assurance through the Word of
God, I never lost my sleep during this period,
and I could see His invisible but mighty hands
working for us . After almost 11 months, i.e.,
on 19th June 2020, we received  a payment of
approx. 7.91 lakhs from the university that finally
mitigated our loss from 15 lakhs to  approx.

7.00 lakhs. I really thanked the Lord thus saying
" The LORD gave and the LORD has taken
away ; blessed be the name of the LORD "
( Job 1 : 21 )

There's one passage again from the book
of Job in the Holy Bible that really serves as a
yardstick to test your faith in our Lord, the
Almighty ( Job 1 : 10 - 12 ).  Here we find
Satan challenging God to let him touch Job's
wealth and destroy everything else that Lord
has blessed him with so that Job would be forced
to curse his GOD. But towards the end, you
can find Satan not succeeding in his evil designs,
and Job proclaiming his unwavering faith in his
Lord in spite of losing his entire wealth, cattle
and even his own Children.

Many a time, the very same situations
happens in our lives. I have seen and come
across a lot of people who are otherwise very
faithful, and claiming to be spiritually strong,

losing their faith and hope the very moment they
are affected by loss of money and, wealth or
even by the loss of their most loved ones.
Although I was admitted in a COVID-19 ward
in the month of January, 2022 after being
diagnosed with the deadly virus and subsequent
pneumonia, I did not have the fear of death as
the scriptures strengthened me with the words
"The land shall not be sold in perpetuity, for
the land is mine; with me you are but aliens
and tenants" ( Leviticus 25 : 23 ), "I live as
an alien in the land; do not hide your
commandments from me'' ( Psalm 119 : 19).
I told myself, when my Master asks me to
return from this land where I have been staying
as a 'Foreigner and Stranger'  all along my
lifetime only by His Grace, why should I fear
death.I should be prepared to vacate this space
like a tenant being asked by his landlord to move
out after the agreed period.

It was this unshakeable faith in my Lord
that strengthened me even on that day of my
life when I had just Rs.10.82 as liquid cash in
my account. He allowed me to sleep peacefully
even in the previous night though I knew for
sure that I just had only Rs 132.24 left in my
savings account for the next day.

Somebody might be wondering as to
whether I am the sole breadwinner of the family.
Yes, it has been more or less the same all these
years. Though my wife has been working and
earning a handsome salary, I am someone who
believes in what the Lord told Adam " By the
Sweat of  Your Face You Shall Eat  Bread until
you return to the Ground." Moreover, as a
matter of principle, I will not be happy enjoying
the fruits of someone else's hard work, including
that of my wife. Hence, I neither informed her
nor my three children about my financial
situation, and completely trusted in God for His
intervention.   In brief,  do not worry always
about saving money, acquisitions and wealth,

for none of these will help you as some variant
of Corona virus or other wreaks havoc in the
world, and will continue to do so.  Let us try to
live a fruitful life, and do whatever good we can
do for our brothers and sisters, irrespective of
their color,cast,creed/faith and social status as
everyone is a dear Child of our Lord Jesus.  He's
a Lord who was more pleased with the offering
of  two small copper coins of the poor widow
than of the Rich people ( Mark 12 : 41 - 44 )

Too much worry about money, wealth and
other worldly possessions will only help anyone
to lose sleep and have the fear of death always
haunting them . The poor man named Lazarus
who was waiting for the scraps that fell from
the Rich man's dining table had no such worries,
and eventually found a place in the lap of Father
Abraham after he died, while the Rich man was
suffering in Hell after he died ( Luke 16 : 19 -
31)   Hence,  never doubt what your Lord can
do for you in the most difficult times
and seemingly even in very hopeless situations
(Isaiah 59 : 1).

I have seen His unseen but mighty hands
working for me, helping me and others on
many occasions, and yet again, this time on
22/12/2020, my Lord had deposited an amount
of about Rs 2.50 lakhs into my bank account,
in the form of a matured LIC policy, after
making me undergo the trials over several
months. However, just a few words of caution
and Advice  :

Trust in Him and Only in Him
Have patience and just let Him do it The

Way He Wants and Not the Way You would
Wish that to be. Do Not Worry about
acquisitions and possessions of this world as
we are going to leave everything behind when
our Master commands us to vacate this space.

May God bless you, protect you and
always strengthen you.  Amen

financial malpractices, interpersonal conflicts
within the community going out into the public,
our stubbornness typical of institutional basis,
and due to so many other factors, the credibility
of religious life is at risk. Probably, yet another
challenge is how to keep up the joy in the faces
of many religious.

The Faculty of Theology and Religious
Studies, Belgium reports done in the  year 2021
based on MDPI (acronym of Multidisciplinary
Digital Publishing Institute), - a publisher of
open access scientific journals says that
worldwide, the number of religious decreased
by 33%  between 1970 and 2020. In the West,
the decline is more severe. In the United States,
the numbers dropped by 71% between 1970
and 2018, and in Europe by 59% between 1973
and 2018. A number of religious congregations
have closed down. It is impossible to claim that
there is a single, easily identified cause for the
decline in vocations. Instead, historical, societal,
ecclesial, and theological factors all play a role.

We do also find emotional immaturity and
spiritual shallowness in the faith formation of
Catholic Church as a whole. It is applicable
both in family as well as in religious life. A total
neglect of on-going formation marks many
families and congregations. Hence Canon Law
calls for continual deepening of formation by
responding to ever new necessities, thus
rendering the religious capable of dynamic
fidelity to God's design in the ever-changing
circumstances and needs of the Church and the
world.

The treatment to women religious remains
a huge anti-witness to Christian charity. The
injustices involved are so evident that Pope
Francis said to religious sisters, during his
general audience meeting on January 19, 2022

as reported by CNA - Catholic News  Agency
"I invite them (the women religious) to fight
when, in some cases, they are treated unfairly...
Even within the Church; when they serve so
much that they are reduced to servitude - at
times, by men of the Church..."
Some External Challenges

Political Forces are not favourable to the
minorities in most Asian nations. With a plan to
placate majority sentiments, they change laws
and policies, effectively nullifying laws and
choking democratic institutions and agencies
that have the capacity to protect the interests
of religious minorities... Christians in Asia
became easy prey to radical groups due to their
negligible numerical strength or because of poor
socio-political status and lack of economic
potency. What happened to the Mother Theresa
sisters and their institutions in India is a clear
instance of this.

The Church in Europe must be purified,
and it must ask pardon for its sins: crusades,
inquisition, colonialism, patriarchy, clericalism,
divisions among Christians, sexual abuse,
alliance with the rich, etc. It must become the
Church of the Gospel, the Church of Jesus of
Nazareth, the Church of the People of God,
the community of Vatican II, the Church of Pope
Francis: a poor Church serving the poor, a field
hospital, a merciful Church going forth in
Paschal joy, a Church that cares for the earth
and communicates to all the joy of the Gospel.

The reigning mind-sets and dreams are not
anymore religious. The world has perilously
moved to non-religious and consumerist values.
In a capital-dominated world, consumerism is
spreading, engulfing both the rich and the poor,
and cutting across religions. The present youth,
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from whom vocations come, have grown up in
a highly consumeristic culture.
Responding to the Crises

One cannot fail to hear the call, loud and
clear. The call to humility. We do find that many
individual religious are living faithful lives. It does
not mean there is no need of the call to personal,
communitarian and institutional conversion; for
which we require a lot of prayer, discernment,
sharing and search.

Patience to build communities of love and
friendship is the need of the hour. Even for
monastic life, but much more for active religious
life, community living itself becomes a mission.

In fact, we are called to be Religiously
Political and Politically Religious... Sr. Ann Rose
Nu Tawng (kneeling on a street in the town of
Myitkyina, Myanmar), Sr. Rani Maria, Sr.Valsa,
Fr. Stan and many like them who have lived
their religious life in a political way. They were
burnt by the agonies of the unjustly treated and
fought for them. In return, they paid the price
of martyrdom. Isn't martyrdom very much part
of the call to religious life?

The signs of slow deterioration of
democracy across the world should worry every
religious. Can we speak up for justice? The hate
speech that dominates not only the political
domain but also even the religious domains. It
is obvious when we listen to certain Catholic
channels which spew hatred at some
communities should shake us out of our
numbness and urge us to speak of love and
compassion.

It is high time to think with the Church-
Synodality, Participation and Mission. Pope
Francis has called on all religious to enter into a
dynamism of mutual listening, carried out at all

levels of the Church, involving all God's people.
The Congregation for the Institutes of
Consecrated Life and Societies of Apostolic
Life has called upon all to walk together. It is
the missionary dream of reaching out to all, of
caring for all, of feeling that we are all brothers
and sisters, united in life and in the history...

Therefore, here comes the call to
collaboration and Networking. Religious are
well-known for their ability to do things by
themselves. But times have changed. Challenges
have grown. A religious must learn to be a
collaborator. We are in need of learning to work
with and work under laypeople. Collaboration
and networking with civil Society organizations
and other religious groups should be the norm.

Finally, we are given a call to go back to
the sources of consecrated life: the Gospel, the
founders/foundresses, the charism of the order/
congregation. The essence of consecrated life
is Prophecy. It is necessary to go out of a
functional perspective of consecrated life and
build on the charismatic perspective. Religious
life has played the role of a forerunner for many
needs of humankind over the centuries; for a
long time now, the government has taken this
role back. Listening is the key to the call for
conversion, personal, communitarian and
institutional. Discernment helps. Staying close
to the poor is non-negotiable. Collaboration and
networking offer new possibilities. Intercultural
skills assist.

We know that our church has traversed all
vicissitudes of human civilization during the past
two millennium, and strongly believe that Jesus
shows the way of suffering and final victory.
Let us, therefore, submit all our challenges to
Jesus, our Lord and God.

The Corona virus pandemic has disrupted
billions of lives globally in the past two

years, physically, mentally, financially and
spiritually. It was certainly a time of great
uncertainty and anxiousness. Now, though far
from over, we have seen a significant decrease
in the number of cases and death rate caused
by the virus.

When we reflect upon the spiritual impact,
we can see that the pandemic, has also caused
drastic changes in the faith life of the Christian
community in many ways.

While situation demanded the government
to shut down shrines, prayer halls and chapels
to avoid the spread of the virus, the church was
obliged to continue services using online

platforms, in order to help people,grow in faith
and not lose hope in these challenging times.
This has caused a few, if not the majority to
depart from faith, while for many others it has
been a reason for deepening their faith.

Owing to the cancellation of the in-person
worship and other church gatherings,the
Sunday Mass and all other services including
weddings were held online via digital means.
But now,even with the decrease in cases and
re-opening of places of worship, some people
still resort to online platforms to celebrate the
Holy Mass and consider it sufficient to stay at
home and attend services at their convenience.
Though we believe that God is omnipresent,
we also know that the Church is the place
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where people assemble to worship God in a
worthy manner. Coming together in prayer is
pleasing to the Almighty, as it is written in
Hebrews 10: 24-25 "And let us consider how
to provoke one another to love and good
deeds, not neglecting to meet together, as is
the habit of some, but encouraging one
another, and all the more as you see the Day
approaching".

The gospel of Saint Matthew 18:20 reads-
"For where two or three are gathered in my
name, there I am among them".

So let us all make sure to come together in
prayer for thanks giving, praise and worship in
His holy sanctuary.

Another problem that Covid 19 brought
along was disturbed mental health, which
included loneliness, depression and suicidal
tendencies among some, due to the inability to
socialize just as much as before, especially
among teenagers and youngsters. The
restrictions of the pandemic meant months of
virtual learning, more time isolated from friends,
and the cancelling of social activities like sports,
school performances, graduations, going out
with friends be it to the movies, shopping or
anything. This meant more screen time and also
led to the rise in addictions to phone, social
media and video games, not just among
teenagers but among adults too. Months of
having to stay behind closed doors for someone

who isn't used to it would definitely be
suffocating, however, for the working
population and the elderly, it was more of a
boon, to have more time to spend with the family
and have their children around.

Working parents hardly get quality time
with their children. Either parents work early
or late shifts and children have extra classes
even during the weekends. This leads to an
obvious distance between children and their
parents, causing them to rely more on friends
who make them feel good. While socializing is
not a bad thing, what a child needs from home,
he/she needs to get from home itself. It is the
duty of parents to make sure they create a
rapport with their children, create an open safe
space at home for them to talk about how they
are feeling and communicate with them. This
lets the child understand that their feelings and
thoughts matter, they feel respected and that
there is someone at home to acknowledge
them. It boosts their self esteem and creates a
healthy mind in a child. Being there for them
both  physically and mentally, and bringing them
closer to God when they feel lonely is important.
This brings down mental health issues in kids
drastically. It not just creates a bond between
parents and their kids, but also helps the family
grow stronger in love and faith. Children are
our future and to make them strong individuals
mentally and spiritually is the responsibility of
each one of us.
