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Introduction

Religious life is a gift from God: out of His 
graciousness, liberality, generosity and predilection. 
He calls those whom He wishes, sets them apart, 
forms them and sends them out to accomplish His 
mission.  Jesus states clearly in John’s Gospel, “You 
did not choose Me; it was I who chose you and sent 
you to go and bear much fruit, fruit that will last”. 
Vocation to religious life is, therefore, a gift from 

God and at the same time, it is a responsibility to 

live a life of total commitment. As St. John Paul 

II puts it, “A vocation is both a sign of love and 

an invitation to love.  The decision to say ‘yes’ to 

Christ’s call carries with it a number of important 

consequences: the need to give up other plans, a 

willingness to leave behind people who are dear, a 

readiness to set out with deep trust along the path 

that will lead to ever closer union with Christ.”

Consecrated Life in the Church
Rev. Sr. Licia Puthuparambil SMI
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The Founding of an Institute of Consecrated 
Life and the Approval by the Church

In each age, God raises up religious congregations 
with a new charism and purpose to vitalize the 
Church and to be leaven in the world.  Founders 
of religious congregations are Christians, who 
experience their vocation deep within historical 
setting i.e., they are moved by the demands of the 
Gospel and its proclamation in their own lives and 
in service to the people. They interpret the signs of 
the times with the eyes of faith.  They understand 
with deep sensitivity a pressing demand of the 
Gospel.  Gradually, they become aware of the fact 
of their being called by God to establish a new 
religious group in the Church.  Enlightenments 
come to them in prayer, reflection, dialogue with 
others, and in taking counsel with others.  They 
do all they can to discern whether it is really God’s 
will. Once they are convinced of God’s plan for 
them, they go ahead founding a new institute and 
accepting members to it.

The Church, on her part, values and encourages 
readiness and determination of individuals to 
establish new foundations in the Church.  She 
accepts and interprets as true charismatic inspiration, 
the newly established community as an answer to 
God’s call for a particular need among the people 
of God.  Once the Church approves officially, 
the newly founded institute becomes a Church 
institution and identifies its members, women 
or men as Church people, involved in a life of 
public dedication and service in the name of the 
Catholic Church.  Membership in such institute 
requires the profession of public vows of Chastity, 
Obedience and Poverty.  Through their life of total 
commitment to God and service to humanity, they 
are called to manifest the holiness of the Church.  

The Specificity of Each Institute

Each congregation has its own identity.  The 
charismatic gift of the Holy Spirit given to the 
founder or foundress creates in their mind and heart 
a ‘proper spirit’, viz., the particular mode of feeling, 
of thinking, of talking, of praying, of working, of 
judging, of willing and even of suffering.  These 
make each congregation different from the other.  
Each institute presents Christ in a particular way 
and at a particular time of salvation history.

In our day-to-day life, we encounter several religious 
institutes belonging to the Catholic Church and 
they differ from one another according to the 
grace given to them through their holy Founders 
or Foundresses.  Some, more closely follow Christ, 
praying and are considered wholly contemplatives.  
They live lives of prayer, sacrifice and penance.  
They also take up other apostolic activities like, 
making sacred vestments and sacred vessels, 
candles, baking hosts, gardening and so on.  

There are some others, who more closely follow 
Christ proclaiming the Kingdom of God, doing 
good to the people, or Christ in dialogue with 
the people of this wold. They fulfill their mission 
through preaching, teaching, healing, social uplift 
and other corporal works of mercy. Community life 
and enclosures are mandatory for both contemplative 
and apostolic institutes.

There are still others, who live as spiritual leaven in 
the world.  These belong to secular institutes.  For 
them, there is no community life or seclusion from 
the world.  They may live in their own families and 
come together occasionally for prayer and sharing.  
Their very presence in their own families and in 
their working place is to bear witness to their 
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commitment to Jesus Christ and to the values of 
the Kingdom of God.

The Consequence of saying ‘yes’ to Jesus

Jesus places a number of demands to those, who 
decide to follow him more closely in religious life.  
Let us enumerate a few of them on total detachment 
from comforts, family, material possessions and 
even the self: “Foxes have holes and birds of the 
air have nests: but the Son of Man has no where to 
lay his head… Let the dead bury their own dead; 
as for you, go and proclaim the kingdom of God” 
(Luke 9: 58, 60). “Whoever loves father or mother 
more than Me is not worthy of Me. ...  And whoever 
does not take up his Cross and come after Me is 
not worthy of Me”(Mt 10:37-38). “Whoever has 
put his hand to the plough and looks back is not 
fit for the Kingdom of God” (Lk 9: 62). “None of 
you can become My disciple, if you do not give 
up all your possessions”(Lk 14: 33). and “Truly I 
tell you, unless the grain of wheat falls to the earth 
and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it produces 
much fruit.  Whoever loves his life loses it, and 
whoever despises his life in this world keeps it for 
everlasting life” (Jn 12: 24-25). 

He further invites them to be His witnesses: “By 
this, everyone will know that you are My disciples, 
if you have love for one another” (Jn 13:35). “No 
one has ever seen God; if we love one another, God 
abides in us and his love is perfected in us” (1 Jn 
4:12). and“You are my friends, if you do what I 
command you” (Jn 15:14).

Jesus not only places demands, but assures us of 
the reward he has in store for those, who leave 
everything and everyone to follow him more 
closely.  “Everyone who has left houses or brothers 

or sisters or father or mother or children or fields, 
for my name’s sake, will receive a hundredfold and 
shall inherit eternal life” (Mt 19:29).

The Rights and Obligations of the Members

Each and every member enjoys the right to privacy, 
good reputation and respect.  Superiors of each 
institute are to ensure this right, remembering each 
one is created in God’s own image and likeness. 
Adding to this is the right to fundamental equality 
of dignity. As we are well aware, different levels of 
responsibility do exist in a religious-life as in any 
organized life. However, the role or responsibility 
exercised by an individual religious does not diminish 
or increase one’s personal dignity. That is to say, 
no matter what the role one plays in religious life, 
whether of a major superior, or of a local superior, 
or of those in-charge of a particular apostolate, or 
of those engaged in the ordinary chores of daily 
life - including that of a newly professed member, 
all are equal in dignity. All have the duty and right 
to proclaim the Gospel message.  At the same time, 
a delicate balance is to be maintained between the 
inherent rights of the individual and the demands 
of the common good.

The supreme rule of religious is to follow Christ 
as proposed in the Gospel and as expressed in 
the Constitutions. Their principal duty is to 
contemplate divine things and be constantly 
united with God in prayer, worship, liturgical 
celebrations, adoration, reading and meditating 
on the Word of God, celebration of sacraments, 
examination of conscience, retreats and devotion 
to our Blessed Mother.

Fraternal life in common is an essential element of 
religious life.  Hence the religious are to reside in 
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their own religious houses.  They require permission 
of their lawful superior for being absent from their 
community.  They are to observe common life 
with regard to the enclosure to be observed, use of 
habit, religious discipline, community time table 
and other regulations in accordance with their 
constitutions and other directories and manuals.

Whatever a member acquires after first profession 
by personal labour and whatever comes to them 
by way of gift, salary, pension, grant, insurance 
and so on belong to the community.  

A finally professed member can be dismissed by 
superiors, after following the lawful procedure, for 
grave, external, imputable and juridically proven 
reasons like habitual neglect of the obligations of 
consecrated life, repeated violations of the three 
vows, stubborn disobedience to the lawful orders 
of superiors in grave matters, grave scandal arising 
from the culpable behaviour of the member, 
obstinate attachment to the teachings condemned 

by the magisterium of the Church, unlawful absence 
from the community and so on.  A temporarily 
professed member may be dismissed for even less 
grave matters.

Conclusion

We have seen that each institute reflects a particular 
way of living Christ’s life in obedience to the Father’s 
will. Consecrated persons are bound to attach 
themselves to the person of Christ and detach 
themselves from everyone else and everything else 
in order to be possessed by the Lord Jesus Christ.  
Thus their service to the humanity becomes self-
less service to God Himself.  Though they live in 
the world, they do not belong to the world and 
to its allurements. As St. Paul exhorts not to be 
“conformed to the world where you live, but rather 
be transformed through the renewal of your mind.  
You must discern the will of God, what is pleasing, 
and is perfect” (Rm. 12:2).

In true 
sense, we cannot justify ourselves if we spend our 
valuable time for analyzing and debating such matters 
that have no authenticity and existence.  They are 
generated and circulated for somebody’s pleasure 
and benefits, which shouldn’t get any relevance in 
our life. The underlying theme of Christianity is 
Consecrated life. Consecrate means to make holy 
or to dedicate to a higher purpose, and remember 
that, something consecrated is dedicated to God 
and thus sacred.

The Spirit is leading all religious to revitalize 
the charismatic gift and prophetic dimension of 
religious life. We recognize and are encouraged by 
the number of newer foundations of consecrated 
life founded in our country/State, some of which 
are religious institutes or ecumenical communities.

I receive from others….All our diversities, which 
manifest the richness of God’s gifts, will continue 
to exist in the one house of the Father, which has 
many rooms…Unity, both here and there, consists 
in one and the same charity.” This has given us great 
encouragement for we have found that when we 
stand together, we are stronger.

While on the subject, it would be worthwhile 
to have an insight on what we are doing today 
and what we are ought to do to promote the 
consecrated life in Church. We all are aware 
that active involvement and support of religious 
leadership in vocation ministry is essential for an 
effective vocation program. The task of promoting 
vocations and consecrated life to people calls for 
the active collaboration of the Church, which 
forms the integral part of the overall pastoral plan 
of every Church. It is imperative that on either a 
national or diocesan level, there should be good 
collaboration and cooperation among religious, 
laity, clergy, and hierarchy in vocation ministry.

In this challenging and disturbed times, it is a 
special occasion for us to realise that the only thing 
that will really move the consecrated people into 
the future with relevance is a deep and essential 
conversion of life. It’s a call to take risks. It’s a 
call to choose to live differently and then to live 
authentically with new reality, with new vision and 
mission. The consecrated life cannot be a sign of 
the Kingdom of God, if it does not participate in 
the effort to transform society and the church. The 
consecrated life is not just the project of women 
and men consecrated. It is ultimately the project 
of God for humanity. He not only designs plans 
for its ongoing enterprise, but continues to work 
through its effective fulfillment through every 
consecrated and covenanted people of God with 
newness of life.

Report

The migrant youth organization for Mathikere parish 
zone was introduced by Rev. Fr. Robin Kanjirathinkal 
CMF, in December, 2018.  Initially, there were two titles 
for the group, Ramiels for boys and Spiritual Lights 
for girls. Mr. Jilson Joe was selected as leader for boys 
and Ms. Rosemary John for girls. There were over 120 
members enrolled in the beginning. Meetings were 
conducted every month to discuss the way forward. 
During June, 2019, Fr. Eby Ottakandathil CMF took 
charge of the Association as Fr. Robin Kanjirathinkal 
was transferred from the parish.
