Today we celebrate the Dedication of St. John Lateran Basilica in Rome. As the cathedral of the Diocese of Rome, the Lateran is the seat of the Bishop of Rome and the Bishop of Rome we know is the Pope.  This cathedral has been around a long time and last year saw the 1,700th anniversary of its dedication.  At the entrance of the basilica, the pilgrim reads: Omnium Ecclesiarum Urbis et Orbis Mater et Caput — “Mother and Head of All the Churches in the City and the World.” The unity of the entire Catholic Church with the Bishop of Rome is expressed in this cathedral church. It is interesting to note that the dedication anniversary of every cathedral is a feast day for all the churches in that diocese. As St. John Lateran is the cathedral of Rome, it is therefore a feast day for the entire Church, celebrated everywhere. In fact, the feast of the Dedication of St. John Lateran is of such great importance that it outranks the Sunday in Ordinary Time, which is happening this year.    
While in Rome on our pilgrimage, Patty and I had a chance to stop at this cathedral and go through the Jubilee Holy Doors. It is a very beautiful cathedral building though we learned it has changed much over the years. Battered and damaged, reformed and rebuilt — the church still stands. St. John Lateran Church — near the Roman city walls — has been sacked many times by invading armies. The most recent attack upon it was in July 1993, when the rear portico was bombed by the mafia in reaction to St. John Paul’s condemnation of the mafia in Sicily in May of that year. Most of ravages of the Lateran have been due to fires, floods and the deterioration of time — walls bulging out, foundations eroding. So, it has been repaired, rebuilt — even entirely reconstructed — several times. The Lateran doesn’t look like it used to, but has the same identity and mission. I think this feast is a good reminder that the church will still endure through all the challenges and struggles of our present day. For our part, we are called to stay faithful and take hope in the words Jesus told to Peter, “And so I say to you, you are Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church, and the gates of the netherworld shall not prevail against it.”
