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Saint Thomas Aquinas explains that believers become light in three ways:
1. By truth: Light reveals. A Christian enlightens others by teaching truth and living in truth. Falsehood belongs to darkness; truth belongs to light.
2. By good example: He stresses that light is not hidden. A holy life should be visible—not for vanity, but so that others may be drawn to God. Our works are meant to point beyond us to the Father.
3. By charity: Light gives warmth as well as visibility. Aquinas links light with love: a Christian life that lacks charity may shine outwardly but is spiritually dim.
He also added on the “city set on a hill”:
The Church and the life of the saints cannot be concealed, because their purpose is to guide others to God.
And on letting the light shine:
Good works are shown not for human glory, but so that God may be glorified in His servants.
So, for St. Thomas Aquinas, the verse is both a gift and a responsibility. We are not the source of the light — Christ is — but we are called to reflect Him so clearly that others see God through our lives.

Just so, your light must shine before others, that they may see your good deeds and glorify your heavenly Father. – Matthew 5:14-16
