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St. Augustine on the Gospel for this Sunday.
Jesus teaches that being good is not only about what we do on the outside, but about what is in our hearts.
1. Greater righteousness (v. 20)
Augustine says the Pharisees followed rules outwardly, but Jesus asks for something deeper. A Christian must not only avoid sin but learn to love what is good. True righteousness comes from charity — love of God and neighbor.
2. Anger (v. 21–22)
Anger that leads to hatred or contempt is already a kind of spiritual harm. Augustine teaches that when we reject or despise another person, we damage love. Christians are called to correct others with love, not with pride or revenge.
3. Lust (v. 27–28)
Sin begins in the heart when we choose to welcome wrong desires. Augustine explains that temptation itself is not sin — sin happens when the will agrees with it. Purity means learning to see others with respect and dignity.
4. Truthfulness (v. 33–37)
A Christian should be so honest that oaths are unnecessary. Augustine says our words should be simple and true. A faithful heart speaks plainly: yes means yes, and no means no.
According to St. Augustine, Jesus is teaching that holiness starts inside. God wants to transform our hearts, not just our behavior. When love fills the heart, actions naturally follow.
