The Feast of Divine Mercy, or Divine Mercy Sunday, is celebrated annually on the first Sunday after Easter (the Second Sunday of Easter). This year, it falls on April 12. Established by Pope St. John Paul II in 2000, it focuses on God's mercy and includes special graces for Catholics. 

Key details about the Feast of Divine Mercy include:
· Significance: It marks the Octave of Easter and emphasizes the Divine Mercy messages given to St. Faustina Kowalska in the 1930s.
· Observance: The celebration often includes special Masses, devotion to the image of Divine Mercy, and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy.
· Novena: The Divine Mercy Novena is traditionally prayed nine days prior, starting on Good Friday.
· Graces: According to Catholic tradition, observing this day with confession and Holy Communion provides a plenary indulgence. 
· The feast celebrates the "unfathomable mercy" of God as requested by Jesus in his revelations to St. Faustina. 


A Plenary Indulgence is available this Divine Mercy Sunday, April 12, 2026. It requires sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion, praying for the Pope’s intentions, and detachment from sin, while participating in Divine Mercy devotions or prayers (e.g., “Merciful Jesus, I trust in You!”) before the Blessed Sacrament. 

Key Requirements to Gain the Indulgence: 

1. Sacramental Confession: Can be done 20 days before or after.
2. Eucharistic Communion: Worthily received on the day (or vigil).
3. Prayer for Pope’s Intentions: Usually one Our Father and one Hail Mary.
4. Detachment from Sin: A desire to be free from all sin, even venial.
5. Devotion: Participate in prayers/devotions to Divine Mercy or pray the Creed and an invocation (e.g., “Merciful Jesus, I trust in You!”) before the Blessed Sacrament.
