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As the disciples walked in sadness, the Risen Lord came beside them, though they did not recognize Him at first. He opened the Scriptures to them, helping them understand how His suffering, death, and resurrection fulfilled God’s plan. Their hearts began to burn with hope, yet it was only in the breaking of the bread that their eyes were fully opened and they recognized Him.
This moment reminds us that the Eucharist is not merely a ritual, but a real encounter with the living Christ. Just as the disciples recognized Jesus in the breaking of the bread, we too encounter Him in the Mass—when the Word is proclaimed and the Bread is broken. In every Eucharist, Jesus walks with us, opens our hearts to His Word, and reveals Himself as our hope, our nourishment, and our peace.
The journey to Emmaus shows that even in our confusion and sorrow, Christ is present—leading us, teaching us, and feeding us with Himself. Through the Eucharist, He turns our despair into hope and sends us forth, just like the disciples, to proclaim the joy of the Resurrection.
