Fr. John Muir Gospel Reflection (6.28.26)
I still remember the first homily I ever preached as a new deacon. It was at the seminary, and the Gospel was this one: “Whoever loves father or mother more than me is not worthy of me.” (Matthew 10:37-38) Standing before more than 200 classmates and professors, I stumbled awkwardly through my words and realized how strange — almost insane — this teaching sounded. If anyone else said it, we would call it narcissistic or cultish. And that is the point. I felt the weight of those words in my own heart then, as I still do today. Am I willing to live as though Christ’s claim on my love is absolute? Are you?  Over the years, I’ve learned that the more I do, the more everything else makes sense. Family, friendships, vocation, even my very self: all of it falls into place when my love for Jesus comes first.  That is why he dares to speak this way. Our Lord is not a cult leader hungry for control. He is the Son of God, the source of life and love itself. To put him before everything else is not to lose, but to find…everything, and everyone, in him.  This week, name one thing or one person you are tempted to place before the Lord. Then consciously offer it back to him in prayer.

St. Michael Food Pantry 
News:
Each month we hold a second collection for our Food Pantry. We continue to see a rising need in the community for food. Our pantry is funded through those donations, grants, and memorials. We are open twice monthly with clients allowed one visit per month. In 2025 our monthly average served 86 households with 351 individuals in these homes. We average serving 56 seniors, 156 adults and 140 children each month. 2026 continues to see an increasing need for food with rising food and fuel prices. Your donations help us purchase food for distribution and help sustain the mission of our St. Michael Food Pantry. The pantry is staffed totally by volunteers from the parish and community. Thank you for your generosity. 
Before her passing, Pat Gwidt, our food pantry coordinator, worked on an Augustine Fellowship Fund grant for the purpose of a container gardening project for our food pantry recipients. We were awarded the grant which enabled us to provide 94 households with all the supplies needed, including plants and seeds, to container garden 5 different vegetables. Our recipients were excited and grateful for this project.
