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5) Permission granted under the provisions of this Act to establish a new school or upgrade a school shall be for
the academic year for which it is granted.

6) If the school management, within 18, months, fails to start the school, the approval letter issued shall stand
cancelled.

7) The school management, approved medium of education, location of the school cannot be changed in future
without the permission of the Government.

8) If the school management establishes a school at a place other the place approved by the Government, the
permission of that school shall be cancelled.

9) Such Provision has been made that the recruitment of teachers and non-teaching staff inn self-financing
schools should be done as per the prevailing rules and regulations of the Government.

10) While filling district wise information, the school to which permission has been given shall fill the
information as “self-financing Schools™ as a separate category and U.D.ISE will get the number. In this regard,
State Project Director, Maharashtra Primary Education Council, Mumbai has been announced as the Nodal
Officer.
