MEMORANDUM OF INSTRUCTION 

SUBJECT: Discovery High School Drill Meet and Area 11 Qualifier – March 14, 2025

1.     References:

	a.     HQ 6th Brigade Updated Drill SOP dated 13 November 2023

	b.     US Army Field Manual, TC 3-21.5, Drill and Ceremonies, dated 3 May 2021

2.     Purpose:  To provide cadets an opportunity to demonstrate their individual and team drill proficiency and build esprit de corps.

3.     General Information:  This memorandum provides instructions and guidance for the conduct of the JROTC Area 11 Qualifier Drill Meet at Discovery High School located in Lawrenceville, GA.

	a.   All Area 11 units are invited to compete in the Discovery HS Drill Meet on March 14, 2025, from 0830 until approximately 1500 hours.  The event will be held on Football field in the front of Discovery High School located on Old Norcross Rd.  The inclement weather location will be the gymnasium, aux gym, and Commons area inside the building on March 22, 2025.

	b.    This drill meet is intended for Area 11 schools only, with limited invites to schools outside the area on a case-by-case basis.  Schools outside Area 11 will not be calculated towards State qualification.

	c.     The Meet will be conducted using the policies, rules, and drill routine formats outlined in the Sixth Brigade MOI.  Please ensure schools have the latest changes published on 13 November, 2023, in the email sent by COL Richards on December 11, 2023.  There are two Drill SOPs dated 13 November, so please double check schools are using the latest update. Also the boxes have changed to 100 x 80 and all Color Guards need to have wooden staff measuring 8’ or 9 ½’.  This meet will include the below listed categories:

		Squad Unarmed Male/Mix and Female Regulation
		Squad Armed Male/Mix and Female Regulation
		Color Guard – Male/Mix and Female
		Platoon Armed Exhibition – Male/Mix and Female
		Squad Armed Exhibition – Male/Mix and Female
		Dual Exhibition -Male/Mix and Female (Limit 3 per category per school)
		Individual Exhibition – Male and Female (Limit 3 per category per school)
		
	d.     Each school will be allowed no more than two teams per category, unless noted above.  Only the one team per school per category will qualify for the State Championship. 

	c.     The entry fee for the Meet is $125.00 per school.  The entry fee can be made by cash or check (made payable to Discovery High School).  Payment is due at the time of the event.  Schools can also mail their entry fees to Discovery High School, ATTN JROTC, 1335 Old Norcross Rd., Lawrenceville, GA 30046.  Units must RSVP NLT February 21st, 2024, via email to robert.w.rooker@gcpsk12.org and jason.dotson@gcpsk12.org in order to assign event times and order trophies.

	d.     There will be a coaches meeting in the Discovery HS JROTC Room at 0800 hours.  The judges meeting will occur at 0730 hours in the same room.  A drill team representative from each school must attend the meeting.

	e.     In an effort to replicate and set conditions for the State Championship, each competing team will be assigned a designated timeslot for their category.  Teams should be ready for check in NLT five minutes prior to their designated time.  The host school will publish the timeslots 24-48 hours prior to the event once all competing teams are confirmed.  The host school will deconflict times for schools so they do not overlap as best as they can.  Individual and Dual Exhibition will not have assigned times in order to provide the most flexibility for entrants.

	f.     Judges will come from different military units including but not limited to U.S. Army Recruiting Command, the Georgia Army National Guard, the U.S. Navy, the U.S. Coast Guard, and Army ROTC.  Judge uniforms are OCP or equivalent battle dress uniform.

3.     Uniforms:  The cadet uniform for the event will be ASU Class A or Class B.  A final weather call will take place on Friday at 1300 hours to determine which uniform will be worn.  Expect the uniform to be Class A unless there are extreme warm temperatures.  In an effort to replicate the State Championship, instructors will adhere to the Army ASU Class A or Class B uniform standard.

4.     Rifles and Security:  Weapons and personal item security is the responsibility of the competing unit.  Units will adhere to the “one arm length” rule and will ensure grouped weapons are under guard.  Any found items will be brought to the scoring room in the JROTC classroom.

5.     Concession:  Food and drink will be available for purchase during the Drill Meet.  The host school is working to offer lunches from a local restaurant vendor, details forthcoming.  

6.     Parking and Tailgating:  All units will use the Old Norcross Rd Entrance (front entrance) to Discovery High School.  The address to the front entrance is 1335 Old Norcross Dd, Lawrenceville, GA 30046.  The front and back entrances to the school do not connect.  The host school will put out a schematic of the event the week prior. 

7.     Awards.  An award ceremony will be conducted at the conclusion of the event.  Overall 1st thru 3rd place trophies will be awarded for team events, and 1st thru 3rd place medals will be awarded to individual, dual, and knock-out winners.

8.     The top three winners for each event will qualify for the State Championship on March 26th 2024 in Griffin, GA.  Non-Area 11 participants will compete for trophies, but will be removed from the qualifiers list for Area 11.
