In
1947, his father appointed him
Governor of Riyadh, and when
saudi Arabia’s first Council of
Minister was formed in 1953, he
became the  Minister of
Agriculture. During this period of
office, the rehabilitation of
Bedouins was one of his main

concerns.

In November, 1955, Prince
Sultan was appointed Minister of
Communications. One of his
main achievements during this
time was the building of the
railway line from Riyadh to
Dammam.

The Prince’s next change of
responsibilities came in 1962,
when he became Minister of
Defence and Aviation and
Inspector General. Under his
guidance, the Saudi armed forces
were reorganised and their
equipment, land and buildings
modernised. He now spends a
great deal of his time visiting
units of the armed forces and
meeting  their personnel. In
addition to  his  military
respensibilities, he is Chairman of
a number of organisations
covering fields as diverse as
educational policy, air transport,
finance and manpower. These
include:

In 1970, King Fahd went to

Five years later, King Fahd
represented his country at the
OPEC conference of 1975. He
also made a number of visits to
Saudi Arabia’s allies in Asia,
Africa, Furope and America. All
those visits helped to further
Saudi Arabia’s good relations with
other nations.

On March 25th, 1975, he was
chosen by the late King Khalid as
Crown Prince and Deputy
Premier. His responsibilities also
included chairing a number of
councdils and  commissions
responsible for some of the most
important domains of life in the
Kingdom.

On June 13th, 1982, King
Khalid passed away and Fahd
was given the Oath of Allegiance
as the new King of Saudi Arabia.
Prince Abdullah Ibn Abdul Aziz
became his Crown Prince.

King Fahd's achievements
have been many. He was been at
the helm of his country’s cultural
and political development for
many years, and his period as the
first education minister has
meant that Saudi Arabia now has
millions of educated citizens,
including two million pupils and
students currently undergoing
education at various levels.

Whilt heading th eMinistry of

the Interior, he laid the
foundations for another aspect of
the country’s recent,

development. His modernisation

and reorganisation of the
Ministry, which included the
introduction of advanced

technology, helped to establish
the security and stability which
are th ehallmarks of a highly
developed and  prosperous
nation.

Whilst serving as Second
Deputy Premier and then Crown
Prince and Deputy Premier, and
as Chairman of the councils listed
above, he gained unique
experience of governmental and
administrative  affairs. He has
been the architect of many of the
features which characterise Saudi
Arabia’s move towards the 21st
century:

In 1962, Crown Prince
Abdullah was appointed Head of
the National Guard. The
appointement was a particularly
appropriate  one given  his
knowledge of the tribes of Saudi

Arabia, his love of horsemanship
and his awareness of the heritage
of the Arabian peninsula.

The National Guard is not an
army in the normal sense of the
word. Originally, it consisted of
the descendants of the early
warriors, or Mujahedeen, who
fought alongside King Abdul Aziz
to spread the word of Islam. It
also included ordinary Bedouins
who had inherited a centuries-old
spirit of militarism.

Crown Prince Abdullah
modernised the National Guard
and transformed it into a military,
cultural and social institution. It
became the means of, preparing
generations  of  professional
soldiers who are highly trained,
academically and technically
qualified and well equipped.

The Crown Prince also set up
military and technical schools to
further these aims. These
included the main officer training
centre, later th eKing Khalid
Military College, opened by the
crown Prince on the King's behall
in 1982. Additionally, he founded
the National Guard Development
Scheme, which created joint
armed units in whic engineers,
logistics, artillery, signals and
other units were combined into
brigades.

1. Finandal revenues increased

The Third Islamic Summit
which took place in Makkah in
1981 was one of the most
important events of Khalid's rule.
The summit issued the Makkah
Al-Mukkarramah (Holy Makkah)
Declaration which was adopted
as the permanent executive
policy of th elslamic unity
movement. King Khalid visited a
number of Saudi Arabia’s allies.
The Cooperation Council of Gulf
Arab States (GCC), an important
unifying force, was born during
his reign.

King Fahd Ibn Abdul Aziz Al-
Saud was born in Riyadh in 1923.
His prime mentor was his father,
King Abdul Aziz, and he drew

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constant inspiration from his
father's outstanding qualities.
King Fahd received his primary
education at a school established
by his father for his sons. He
then joined the Saudi Religious
Institute.

King Fahd's first official
mission was when he was made
a member of Saudi Arabia's
delegation to the United Nations,
signing its charter and attending
its inauguration in 1945. The
delegation was headed by Prince
Faisal Ibn Abdul Aziz, then

Foreign Minister.

King Fahd then headed the
Saudi  delegation to the
Coronation of Elizabeth Il in
1953. On December 24th, 1953,

a Royal Decree was issued
establishing the Ministry of
Education. King Fahd was

appointed as its first minister. It
was he who engineered Saudi
Arabia’s education policy and laid
its foundations. This policy is still
in force today, based on six main
policies:

1. Expanding

primary,
intermediate and secondary
education.

2. Promoting the first university

in the history of the Arabian

peninsule, King Saud
University. This was the
cornerstone of higher

education in the Kingdom.

3. The introducation of modern

teaching methods, health and
social activities, sports and the
Scout movement into the
school curriculum.

4. Achieving self-sufficiency in th
enumber of teachers.

5. Establishing teacher training
colleges for male and female
teachers.

6. Carrying out regular research
into the development of
educational methods.

King Fahd's first official
political mission to the Arab
world was when he headed the
Saudi Arabian delegation to the
Arab League Councdil, which held
its 32nd session in Casablanca,
Morocco, in Septermber 1959. In

October 1962, he became
minister of the interior. He
reorganized the ministry and

established what is now the King
Fahd Military College. He also set
up various specialised institutes
for the training of military and
government personnel, such as
the Non-Commissioned Officers
and Soldiers School, the Traffic
and Driving Schools and colleges
for the teaching of languages and
physical training.

In 1965, King Fahd led the
country’s delegation o the
Second Arab Summit Conference
in Alexandria, Egypt. This was his
second participation in  Arab
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money to robbers and thieves to

ensure they reached their
destination safely.

When Abdul Aziz came to
power, he clamped down firmly
on all those who threatended the
safety and security not only of the

pilgrims, but of any inhabitant of
the Kingdom.

THE REHABILITATION OF THE
BEDOUINS

Abdul Aziz forbade tribal
incursions, which were the
Bedouins’ way of obtaining a
living. Instead, he established
villages called Al-Hijars, or
agricultural colonies, to make
their lives more settled. This
achievement was further
evidence of his great power and
statesmanship.

ISLAMIC UNITY

Abdul Aziz was the first
Islamic ruler to call for unity
within Islam and to urge all
Moslem nations to help and
support one another. This was
even before the Kingdom of
Saudi  Arabia had  been
established. In 1926 he convened
the first Islamic conference in
modern  history. The  only
countries to attend were Egypt
and India, because most of the
lslamic countries, apart from
Saudi Arabia and Yemen, were
under the yoke of colonisation.
Saudi Arabia gave its support to
2ll those nations in their struggle
for freedom and independence. It
offered them material, moral and
succour and  itself

-
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implicit role in the history of most
independent Islamic states by
adopting and defending their
cause and calling for their
liberation. The struggle for Islamic
unity is still a cornerstone of
Saudi policy, begun by Abdul Aziz
and  continued by his
descendants.

THE MARCH OF PROGRESS
BEGINS

Although it was the discovery
of oil which contributed most to
the radical economic and cultural
changes that took place in Saudi
Arabia, the impetus was there
already.

Abdul Aziz began to create
great organisation and cohesion
within the Kingdom. He laid
down laws, and established
ministries and  governmental
institutions as far as the country’s
limited  financial  resources
allowed. He realised the
importance of development and
the benefits of modemn
technology, and started buying
the civil aircraft which became

the basis of Saudia, the Saudi
Arabian national airline. He also
bought military aircraft and began
forming an air force. He set up
airports, printing presses,
newspapers, religious institutions,
schools, telecommunications
networks, hospitals, clinics and
railways.

ABSENCE OF THE FOUNDER

On November 9th, 1953, the
man who was called the
Founding Monarch of Saudi
Arabia died. He had begun the
movement which became the
basis of a modern, developed and
prosperious Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia.

KING SAUD IBN ABDUL AZIZ
AL-SAUD

The Kingdom continued along
the road to development after
Crown Prince Saud Ibn Abdfjl
Aziz came to power. His main
preoccupation  was bringing
education to as many Saudi
citizens as possible. In 1957, the
first university in the Arabian
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peninsula was inaugurated in
Riyadh, and named after King
Saud. The Islamic University was
established in Madinah in 1961,
the Institute of Public
Administration in 1960, and the
Secondary Institute of Teacher
Training in 1961.

Many new laws were passed,
covering all th edifferent spheres
of life which were affected by the
rapid pace of change in the
country. Saudi Arabia continued
to be a major force in Islamic
unity. King Saud also founded the
MOSLEM WORLD LEAGE in
Makkah.

KING FAISAL IBN ABDUL

AZIZ AL-SAUD

On November 2nd, 1964, His
Royal Highness Crown Prince
Faisal Ibn Abdul Aziz was sworn
in as the new King of Saudi
Arabia. The  process  of
development continued apace,
and affected every walk of life.
The pace increased dramatically
as the country’s financial
situation improved, and there
was a major expansion in public
services. This  included th
ebuilding of roads ot international

standards: one such example was
the road from Taif to Al-Hada.
The first desalination plant was
built to help cope with the
shortage of fresh water. a
broadcasting service was set up
and television introduced. Many
industries were set up to process
oil derivatives and make such
products as fertiliser and sulphur,
the latter derived from natural
gas. lron and steel began to be
manufactured and more oil
refineries were built to deal with
local consumption. A Five-Year
Development Plan was launched
to cover the years 1970-75.

A Ministry of Justice was set

up, and th eKing Abdul Aziz

University in Jeddah became the
Kingdom’s  third university.
During this period, a Petroleum
and Mineral College was created
in Dhahran, and the King Faisal
Air Force College and the Islamic
Port of Jeddah were founded.

The reign of King Faisal saw a
great deal of anti-Islamic pressure
from outside the Moslem world.
King Faisal therefore placed
particular emphasis on Islamic
unity. He toured much of the
Islamic world, and met many of
Saudi Arabia’s allies outside it.
The first full Islamic Summit
Conference in modern times was
held in 1969 in the aftermath of
the Israeli attempt to burn down
the Al-Agsa Mosque Mosque in
1969. This summit gave birth to
the Islamic Conference
Organisation, which NOW
comprises 46 member states and
is based in Jeddsh.

KING KHALID

IBN ABDUL AZIZ
King Faisal died on March
25th, 1975. He was succesded by
Crown Prince Khalid, who made
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simple, stravghtforward language

It was his unique qualities
which led him to attain so many
historic achievements.

o He had an absolute and
boundless belief in God, and was
ruled by Him in everything he
did.

o He was a religious man, his
faith  deepended by his
knowledge of the Koran, which
he knew by heart. He knew many
of the Prophet’s sayings from

memory and studied the Shana,
or Islamic laws. He also held a
daily meeting of Moslem scholars
to read and discuss religious
0 He was a very courageous
man, and would never hesitate to
do battle even if his forces were
outnu;nbered

o He was a brave but tender-
hearted man, who would tolerate
nothing which in any way
degraded Islam or its laws,

When Abdul Aziz and his sixty
men headed for Riyadh in June
1901, his motive was that of
restoring the purity and primacy
of Islam rather than any worldly
- gain. He was inspired by the

spared no efforts in his struggle
to regain his ancestors rule.

centur, as Abdul Aziz was busy
rebuilding his Kingdom brick by
brick, there were two
superpowers in the Middle East:
the Ottoman and the British
Empires.

Abdul Aziz spared no effort in
his attempts to achieve a
settlement with the Ottoman
Empire. But they misjudged him,
regarding him as an ordinary
desert prince who could be kept
happy with a medal, a title or a
trifling sum of money. The letters
which went back and forth
between Abdul Aziz and the
Ottoman rulers show how hard
Abdul Aziz was trying to make
them appreciate th realities of the
situation and draw their attention
to the dangers threatening the
Arabian peninsula in the shape of
British and other ambitions. But
the Ottomans never understood
the message Abdul Aziz was
trying to convey: the nation
began to be torn apart by its
enemies again. The Ottoman
rulers thought they could treat
Abdul Aziz in the same way they
had other princes of Saudi Arabia

before him.

The British government, on the
other hand, tried to obtain control
over Abdul Aziz and the vast
errritories  the ruled, but they
failed in their aim. In the end, the
British recognised his policies for

what they were: wise, prudent
and courageous.
The tale of the political

struggle between Great Britain

and Abdul Aziz has been narrated
in several biographies and books
about Abdul Aziz. All of them
show him to have been a man of
great political flair, standing at the
forefront of the politicians of his
day.

THE PRIMACY OF SHARIA

The unification of the Kigdom
under the leadership of Abdul
Aziz heralded unprecedented
religious, social and economic
changes in the Arabian peninsula.
It was Abdul Aziz more than
anyone who helped to establish
the rule of the Sharia as revealed
in the Koran and the Sunna.

THE ESTABLISHING
SECURITY
With the Sharia came a new

era a security and stability in the
Kingdom which has become a
model to other nations. To take a
simple example. a camel loaded
with valuable materials could
stray in the desert, but no-one
would dare to steal or even touch
its load. More importantly, the
pilgrimage routes were made
secure for the first time in years.
Previously, the Ottomans had
had to send troops to escort the
caravans of pilgrims, or else pay
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thg Ottoman Sultan, where
Prince Abdullah was executed in
1818.

Ibrahim went on to destroy
the city of Diriyah. *The emirate
was ruled by Imam Mishari Ibn
Saud, succeeded by Imam Turki
Ibn Abdullah. Both fought many
battles with Mohammed Ali’s
troops, and Imam Mishari was
killed in battle. Imam Turki Ibn
Abdullah, who took over the
Emirate in 1820, stabilised the

country but he was later
assassinated after prayer in
Riyadh's Grand Mosque.

IMAM FAISAL

IBN TURKI:

The rule of Imam Faisal Ibn
Turki was divided into two
periods: the first from 1830-1839,
and the second from 1842-1865.

His rule was an eventful one,
and he fought many battles
against the Ottoman troops. He
lived in a time when the tribes of
the peninsula were divided and
there were many enemies
conspiring against him. However.
He continued the fight of the
Saud dynasty to propagate the
word of Islam, and they became a
major power amongst the other
ruling dynasties in the peninsula.

Imam Faisal Ibn Turki was
succeeded by Prince Abdullah Ibn
Thenayyan, who ruled from 1871
to 1895. The wars against Egypt
and Constantinople continued,
and the territories under Saudi
control expanded and contracted
as they won or lost these wars.

After Prince Abdullah, the Emirate
was ruled in turn by three princes

IMAM ABDUL RAHMAN

AL-FAISAL:

Imam Abdul Rahman
succeeded Prince Saud Ibn Faisal
after his death, but hsi reign
lastet only a year. He returned to
power after his brother, Prince
Abdullh 1bn Faisal, died in 1888.
The period was characterised by
continuous, rapid change Prince
Mohammed Ibn Rashid, the ruler
of Hail, northwest of Riyadh,
extended his domination to a
large part of the central Najd
region. He was supported by the
Ottoman government in Istanbul,
who wanted confrontation with
the Saud rulers. The main cause
of the enmity between them was
that the Saudis sought to purify
Islam from the innovations being
made by the Ottomans.

The second part of the reign of
Imam Abdul Rahman Al-Faisal

—

ended with his departure from
Riyadh to Qatar with his family.
He then moved on to Bahrain
and Kuwait; Among the members
of his family was his young son,
Abdul AZiz. When Abdul Aziz
reached Kuwait, he began to
think about going back to Riyadh.

KING ABDUL AZ1Z IBN

ABDUL RAHMAN AL-SAUD
The life and victories of King
Abdul Aziz Ibn Abdul Rahman Al-
Saud are a unique story of a
struggle to propagate the word of
God. Abdul Aziz was a model of
faith, strength of will, patience,

wisdom, bravery and leadership.

It was these qualities which
made him one of the leading
Arab and Moslem figures of this
century. Many historians,
scholars and authors wrote books
about him in a variety of
languages. Most of them met him
and accompanied him in his
work. The story of his life became
a legend and he was given a
number of names by those
writers: Leopard of the Desen,
Lion of Arabia, Hawk of the
Desert. Their books made his
character accessible to a much
wider public and he was very
famous amongsttemporaries
duringthe first half of this century.
His role extended beyond the
confined of his own country to
the rest of the Moslem world,
and he was a major force in
international politics. His impact
is still with us today.

THE HOLY STRUGGLE OF

HALF A CENTURY
When Abdul Aziz left Riyadh
with his father and family, he was

THE SAUD DYNASTY

The Saud Dynasty has its roots
in Saud Ibn Mohammed Ibn
Migren Ibn Markhan. His dynasty
has ruled in the Arabian
peninsula since ancient times. Its
influence has varied widely since
its foundation: at times it
expanded to cover areas very far
from Diriyah, the capital, whilst at

other stages in its history it

extended only a short distance
around the capital.

But historians recording the

development of the Saud Dynasty
usually begin their chronicle with
Prince Saud Ibn Mohammed Ibn
Migren, who died in 1725. He
was succeeded by his four sons,
Mohammed, Thunayyan, Mishari
and Farhan.

IMAM MOHAMMED IBN

ABDUL WAHAB:

Saud’s eldest son,
Mohammed, became the Emir
(Prince) following his father’s
death. He is considered th emost
distinguished ~ amongst  the
Princes of the Saud Dynasty
because his reign coincided with
the emergence of Shaikh

Mohammed Ibn Abdul Wahab.
Mohammed 1lbn Abdul Wahab
was a powerful exponent of Islam
who did much to unify the
religion and resisted its heresies
and schisms.

The Sheikh moved from his
home town of Uyainah to
Diriyah. Here, his cause was
espoused by Imam Mohammed
Ibn Saud, who resisted the
heretics with the sword and
pursued a policy of Jihad, or Holy
Struggle, until he died in 1765.
He was succeeded by his son,
Abdul Aziz Ibn Mohammed Ibn
Saud.

IMAM ABDUL AZIZ IBN
MOHAMMED:
Imam  Abdul Aziz lbn

Mohammed is considered one of
the most prominent leaders of
the Saud dynasty. He ruled for 39
years and his influence extended
far across the peninsula to the
borders of Syria, Iraq, Yemen and
Oman.

The Imam was famous for his
courage, wisdom and justice. He
was assassinated in 1803 whilst
praying at the Al-Teraif Mosque

in Diriyah.

IMAM SAUD IBN

MOHAMMED:

Saud Ibn Mohammed had the
same of leadership as his

father. He stabilised the rule of
the dynasty over most of the
Arabian peninsula. The Egyptian
historian, Al-Jabarti, recording the
events of 1805, said of him:

"Reports reached Egypt that
the Wahhabis* had entered“
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Makkah, Taif and other cities of
the Hejaz; where they organised
arrisons  and  took over the
poﬂS--- Their reputation in the
Hejaz was good. and we have not
received any reporte  about
anything they have done other
than enjoining what is right and
forbidding what is wrong.

Al-Jabarti  described the
expedition sent by Egypt's ruler,
Mohammed Ali, to Makkah and
Medina at the instigation of the
Ottoman Sultan, Saleem. Hardly
had the expedition reached
Yanbu, on th eRed Sea coast,
than the Wahhabis took pp arms
and fought back, showing great
courage, and repelled the
invasion, Imam Saud Ibn
Mohammad’s men numberd only
7,000, but the defeated army fled
and did not stop until they were
back in Egypt. The Wahhabis'
only slogan, said Al-Jabarti, was
*Tawakkalna Ala Allah" (we put
our trust in God). When it was
time for prayer they would form
up in straight lines behind their
Imam and pray solemnly and
submissively. When  fighting
resumed, they would perform the
Khawf, the group prayer for times
of danger.

Imam Saud sent a message 1o
Sultan Saleem of the Ottoman

Empire.

I entered Makkah and
secured its inhabitants’ lives and
properties after demolishing all its
pagan idols and abolishing all
taxes except those justified by
religion. | have also ratified the
appointment of the judge you
appointed in accordance with
Islam Law. You must now prevent

/
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the rulers of Damascus and Cairo
from bringing palanquins, drums
and pipes with them to this
sacred place, since this practice is
irreligious...

Imam Saud’s rule extended as
far as Syria and Yemen. He would
often make inspection tours of
the souks of Makkah and was

particularly  concerned  with
improving the state of the
buildings in Madinah.

In 1811, Mohammed Ali, th
eruler of Egypt, sent his son
Toussoun to fight against the
forces of Imam Saud. There were
fierce cannon battles, and
Mohammed Ali's forces captured
Makkah, Madinah, Taif and
Jeddah after prolonged resistance

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:\rchdoo‘.ngists have found that
human settlements in Arabia*
began at least 40,000 years ago.
The remains of ancient
settlements in several areas of
the Eastern Province pre-date the
Sumerians by a thousand years,
and many archaeologists now
believe that Arabia is the cradle of
the Semitic civilisations.

Ancient monuments at Al-
Qaryat, also known as Al-Fao,
and Al-Ola and Taima in th
eEastern Province, all support this

theory. They have also shown
that the Dadanian, Lehianitic and
Nabatean civilisations, all of
which have left well-preserved
monuments, were simply
continuations  of  civilisations
which flourished even earlier in
various parts of Saudi Arabia.

But all these events were
eclipsed by the greatest event in
Islamic history, which happened
in the Western Province of the
Kingdom. This was the revelation
of the last divine message of
Islam for which God chose the
Prophet Mohammad to be the

last prophet and messenger.

A NEW DAWN:

In the month of Ramadan, in
the thirteenth year before Hijra
(611 AD), God revealed the first
Sura of the Koran lo Prophet
Mohammad, (Peace be upon
him). The angel Gabriel appeared
to Prophet Mohammad as he was
worshipping God at the cave of
"Hira" and revelaed the following
to him:

"Read! In the name of thy Lord
and Cherisher, who created. Who
created Man, out of a clot of
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- congealed blood. Proclaim! And
~ thy Lord is the Most Bountiful, He

who taught (the use of) the pen,
taught Man that which he knew
not." (Alaq Sura, verses 1-5)

Mohammed, the Messenger of
Allah, was born in Makkah in 571
AD. His father died while he was
still a child, and he was brought
up first by his grandfather, Abdul
Muttalib, and then by his uncle,
Abu Taleb.
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His first divine revelation, the
first Sura of the Koran, was in
611. He was increasingly
successful in gaining converts,
and this in tun led to his
persecution by those around him
in Makkah. He migrated to
Madinah in 622, where he gained
more support for his Jihad, or
Holy Struggle. Prophet
Mohammed fought a number of
battles which are landmarks in
the history of Islam. Foremost

amongst these was the GCreat
Battle of Badr in 623, which was

a major victory for Prophet
Mohammed.

In 630, he entered Makkah
triumphantly as the
acknowledged Prophet of Islam.
He was joined by vast numbers
of converts to the new religion,
which has been a powerful force
in Arabia ever since. Whole
nations joined Islam and
subjected themselves to the
Divine Sharia, or Law.

Although the focus of
leadership moved away from
Madinah, it and Makkah are still
places of pilgrimage from all over
the world. Makkah houses the
Holy Mosque and the Kaabah,
where th erites of the Haj, or
pilgrimage are performed, whilst
Madinah is the site of the
Prophet’s Mosque and grave. At
the height of its power, Islam

exteneded to China and the Far
East, and reached the coast of the
Atlantic Ocean in the West,
covering Asia, Africa and part of
Europe.

The Holy Places, as Makkah
and Madinah are called, are the
spiritual home of a billion
Moslems the world over.

AND THE YEARS PASSED
Centuries passed; new states
came into existence and others
declined and disappeared. Islam
had a major role in bringing
modern  civilisation to its

territories and fulfilling God's
promise to Moslems that he
would make them victorious if
they adhere faithfully to his
ordinances. But the remotensess
of its leadership in Madinah and
the Arabian peninsula was a
major factor in what happened
subsequently. Although the Holy
Places maintained their relisious
status as a destination for
pilgrims and visitors, heresies and
schisms crept into many parts of
the peninsula by virtue of its very
size, for the tide of modernisation
in the outside world passed by
much of Arabia. Furthemore,
there was a shortage ot scholars
who could disseminate the
teachings of Islam to the ordinary

people.

As most of the population
containued to live in ignorance of
Islam, the Saud Dynasty took on
the responsibility of Jihad, or Holy
Slfuggk‘. Their aim was to retumn
the people to the essence and
purity of Islam and establish a
state of Tawheed Of
monotheism, as the Koran
ordained. In addition, they

education and communications
sectors in the framework of
goals sel under its development
plans and encouragement and
incentives offered by the Goy-
ernment 1o ensure the nation's
overall development.

In view of the Kingdom's vast
desert lands and the scarcity of
water resources, it has been dif-
ficult to think of Saudi Arabia as
an agricultural country, let alone
an exporter of some agricultural
commodities after realising seli-
sufficiency.

It produces 2,254,000 tonnes
of vegelables and exports some
of thern in addition to producing
one million tonnes of fruits and
520,000 tonnes of dates.

The Kingdom produces annu-
ally 2.5 billion eggs a year, 205
million  chickens, 265,000

tonnes of mik and 157,000
tonnes of meat.
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The Kingdom is also on the
verge  of achieving self-
sufficiency in fishes.

The Food and Agriculture Or-
ganisation (FAO) has awarded
the Kingdom an international
certificate in recognition of its
agncultural development
achievements

Through its five-year devel-
opment plans, the Kingdom has
focused on the establishment of
an industnal base of petrochem-
ical products in the industnal
complexes of Jubail and Yanbu.

The number of productive
factories in the Kingdom has
soared from 460 in 1395 H to
2,255 in 1410. The number of
factories operating under the
Syslem of protecting and en-
Couraging national industries
has reached 1,812, while 420
lactories operate under the sys-
tem of foreign capital invest-
ments.

A total of 634 faclories (28.1
