Prime Minister Muhammad
Shehbaz Sharif has welcomed
Bloomberg’s latest positive report
on Pakistan’s economy, calling it a
clear indication of growing
international investor confidence in
the country’s financial outlook.

According to Bloomberg,
Pakistan’s Credit Default Swap
(CDS) has recorded a significant
decline of 2,200 basis points,
reflecting a sharp reduction in the
perceived risk of default. The Prime
Minister described this
development as a strong sign of

Pakistan’s improving economic
stability.
He noted that the consistent

decline in Pakistan’s CDS signals
rising global confidence in the
country’s economic direction. In
Bloomberg’s ranking of emerging
markets, Pakistan now stands at
the second position after Turkiye, a
development the Prime Minister

termed highly encouraging.
Recalling the previous
government’s tenure, the Prime
Minister said that Pakistan had
been on the brink of default, but
due to timely and determined
measures taken by the present
government, the country
successfully overcame the
imminent crisis.

Calling the Bloomberg report a
“milestone achievement,” he said it
reflects Pakistan’s renewed
journey toward sustainable growth.
He credited the success to the
government’s persistent efforts
and the trust shown by both
