Narcotics Court awarded two death
sentences, 35 life imprisonments,

and 120 other convictions to
offenders. Furthermore,
approximately 1,000 awareness

programs were conducted to educate
the public, particularly youth, about
the dangers of drug abuse.

At the conclusion of the ceremony,
the Director General ANF addressed
the audience, stating that despite
limited manpower and resources, the
Anti-Narcotics  Force  continues
indiscriminate  operations against
elements involved in the illicit drug
trade.
