
Directions to 4 Studio House, Lake Road, Ambleside LA22 0AD 

 

Approach road from Windermere to Ambleside 

1. The initial drive into Ambleside is on a two-way road.  Once you arrive at the BP 
station the road divides into a one-way system. Follow the road as it turns sharp 
left (signposted ‘Keswick’ & ‘Town Centre’). 

2. As the one-way system goes down the hill it splits into 2 lanes. Take the right-
hand lane, signposted for ‘Keswick’ & ‘Town Centre’.

4. Continue along the one-way system as it runs through a series of shops on either 
side of the road. At the very top of the road there are traffic lights and a pedestrian 
crossing (photo below). At this point you can only drive ‘Left’ (Keswick) or ‘Right’ 
(Windermere). Turn Right.   

 

 

5. Continue to follow the one-way system. You will drive past shops and hotels 
including ‘Tesco’ (right) and the ‘White Lion Hotel’ (left). 

6. After ‘The Royal Oak’ (right) the road narrows a little and you will see ‘Thomas Bell 
Pharmacy’ on the left and ‘The Cumberland Building Society’ and ‘The 
Temperance Inn’ on the right (photo below). 

 

 

7. Just after ‘The Temperance Inn’ is ‘Herby Jacks’ (right) and just after this shop 
there are a limited number of on street parking spaces on the right.  



 Park here. Parking is Free for an hour maximum if you display a parking disc 
 clock. These are available from most local shops in Ambleside.

8. ‘Studio House’ is opposite (and above) ‘Herby Jacks’. It is possible to reverse up 
the road in front of ‘Studio House’ and park at the ‘Loading Only Area’ at the top. 
Please be aware that the road can only be accessed by reversing up from Lake 
Road and the road is narrow and walled which can make it tricky if you are not 
confident at reversing or the weather and/or visibility is poor. You do so at your 
own risk. 

 

Long-Stay Car Park 

9. The recommended Long-stay car park is a very short drive down ‘Lake Road’ (this 
continues to be one-way). On the right, ‘Kelsick Road’ filters in followed by 2 
shops (‘Alpkit’ and then ‘Adventure Peaks’). Immediately after, also on the right, is 



the entrance to the car park. The total distance from ‘Herby Jacks’ to the Car Park 
entrance is approximately 125Metres. 

 

 

 

10. Once in the car park either prominently display the ‘Parking Permit’ on the 
car dashboard or pay for your space (daily, 3 and 7 day rates are available).
