Workplace Safety:  Loading & Unloading End Tippers
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. Q: Operators shall be trained in the relevant SOP
and assessed as competent.

. S: Tipping within 3 metres of any overhead
service is PROHIBITED.
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Washing out of
body

. OP: Pull up in correct positon at wash bay.
Ensure appropriate safe area established for cleaning
truck.

. GI: Apply park brake. Engage PTO and raise bins.

. S: Wear safety glasses and all required PPE
when cleaning.

. Gl: Hose out bins. Clean only from the ground
with the correct equipment.

. Gl: Clean up wash bay and replace hose into
position on stand.

. GI: Disengage PTO and return bins onto chassis
before moving off.
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Activity

Safety/Quality/Performance Notes

Pre start check

. S: The operator must check the vehicle using the
General Safety Checklist on the Driver Daily Worksheet
before starting the days work.

. S: Maintain 3 points of contact when accessing /
egressing all plant and ensure area is free of debris,
moisture and level before stepping down.

. S: Ensure correct manual handling actions are
used when checking vehicle.

. OP: Ensure truck is parked up appropriately and
park brake is engaged.

. S: All mobile plant to have door alarms fitted.

. Gl: Check all fluids including engine oil and

coolant in radiator. Remove radiator cap only when motor
is cool and use appropriate gloves.

. Gl: Check that steps are in good working order.
Check load and load cover. Check and adjust mirrors.
Check communication devices are functioning correctly.

Check the coupling connections by means of a tug test,
after which air and power supplies can be connected.

. Q: Record details of pre-start check on Drivers
Daily Worksheet. If necessary complete Driver Repair
Request book for any repairs.

. S; If the vehicle is unroadworthy or unsafe to
operate, DO NOT DRIVE IT.
. Gl: Report situation to Allocations or the

Workshop.
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Safety Note: HOTMIX:

If the driver is required to legalise his load after
being overloaded with hotmix the entire load is to
be tipped off and reloaded (No driver is to attempt
to remove material through the grain chute or an
open tailgate as this can lead to severe burns or

injury)

Gl: Raw Materials (aggregate, sand and road base)

If adjustment to a load is necessary the following steps
must be followed:

Proceed to designated tip off area. Ask site
personel if required.
Conduct a Take 5

Ensure exclusion zones are clear around vehicle
(3 metres to rear and 19m to sides)

Remain in vehicle while tipping

Tip off entire load in each bin or bin that is
overloaded. Do not tip part loads and do not use
grain shutes, to reduce load

If the combination is overloaded you must tip off
the truck and dog if both bins are overloaded or if
only 1 then just tip off the truck or trailer that is
overloaded

Return to stockpile to be re loaded

S: Driver to always wear seatbelt when operating
machinery.

S:Where respirable dust or crystalline silica is
identified as a hazard, an appropriate P1 dust
mask must be worn at all times whilst in the plant
and outside of the cab of truck. Dispose of P1
mask daily.

Q-Operatars and personnel shall be trained in the
relevant SOP’s and assessed as competent.

Unloading

. S: If any doubt exists as to the safe unloading of
product, the driver MUST NOT UNLOAD. Driver must
conduct a Take 5, and if the Risk is Medium to High then
discuss concerns with authorised site representative or
depot supervisor/allocator, before proceeding to unload.
Be aware of any open excavations, open service drains,
soft and boggy or unstable ground, overhead
obstructions (including powerlines) and stay clear of
these areas.

. S: Comply with all site safety & directional signs.
Ensure all PPE is worn as applicable to site. Driver to
follow traffic flow in traffic plan.

. OP: Set 2. way radio to designated site channel
upon driving into site.

. S: Mobile phones are not to be used at any time
whilst on site.
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. S: Give way to HME and other loaded vehicles.
Maintain two way radio communication with HME at all
times.

. S: All trucks are to be fitted with a reversing
beeper / squawker. All company, Haulier and LOD trucks
are fitted with ‘hoist up’ and ‘proximity’ alarms.

. OP: Select flat and secure tipping area. Get
paperwork signed and confirm correct tipping location
prior to the commencement of tipping.

. OP: Only one vehicle at a time is to be in storage
areas on all sites unless a suitable risk assessment has
been carried out and authorised by the relevant Manager
for the site.

. Gl: No heavy vehicle shall be driven in close_|
proximity_to an unloading vehicle unless proceeding onto
a structured grid or pad. The only other exception to this

is if a suitable risk assessment has been conducted.

. S: As a minimum standard there must be at least
15 metres between each vehicle when tipping, unless
tipping on a structured grid or pad.
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. Gl: Tipping alongside or near proximity to a
powder tanker at a concrete plant, may only be permitted
Bé-eh-}éah-e-s-éa—to maintain a safe personal separation
distance and in visual contact with the tipping vehicle
during product unloading.

. S: Cease reversing and unloading immediately if a
person is in the apron / unloading area. Communicate
with HME that a person is in the apron area. STOP, get
out and look.

. Q: Where possible, a spotter is to be used when
reversing.

. S: If spotter disappears from_view — STOP.

. S: If spotter is standing near vehicle when
commencing to tip, do not tip.

. OP: At all times position prime mover and trailer in
a straight line. If unable conduct a Take 5.

. S: Do not stand in gclose, proximity. to a product

stockpile vertical face, which might endanger personal
safety in the event of stockpile collapse.

. Gl: Remove tarp, open tailgate (confirm by visual
that the tailgate has opened and remove grain locks — if
used) engage PTO and commence tipping.

. S: The hoist should only be driven out to the end
of its stroke with extreme caution.

. GlI: Discharge material into correct bin / stockpile
as directed. Customer may require load to be spread,
only do so if safe. When trailing out load the vehicle must
be moved slowly and with caution. Use a spotter if
available.
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. S: Do not leave the driver's seat whilst the PTO is
engaged or the body is loaded with product in the raised
position (unless checking for load distribution).

. S: Driver to always wear seatbelt when operating
machinery.
. S: Once unloaded only drive forward the minimum

distance required to allow the material to escape from the
back of the bin. DO NOT drive onsite while the bin is in
the air. The ONLY exception to this is when drivers are
required to jacknife. the dog trailer, the driver will leave
the bin of the dog trailer raised off the chassis (bottom of
trailer bin will be in line with the top of the truck bin) to
allow the driver to see through the dog trailer while
reversing.

. S: When a driver is required to run out material in
the dog trailer either into a paver or on a road or job site
the dog trailer bin will be in the air while moving forward.
The dog trailer bin is to be fully lowered before the truck
bin is unloaded.

. Gl: Return the bin back to the chassis and
proceed to unload the remaining bin in the same
sequence.

. GI: Once the bins have been unloaded, disengage
the PTO, apply the park brake and inspect to ensure all
material has been discharged.

. Q: Check for and remove any loose material from
gunnels of body, mudguards, dollies and drawbars.

. S: When checking / cleaning around the tailgate,
ensure that the tailgate lock is disengaged. Do not put
your fingers inside tailgate locks to remove loose
material, use a suitable object (such as a small brush)

. S: Ensure that no one else is in
the tailgate when activating the tailgate

. OP: Call allocator/dispatch to report successful
completion of job and request / advice of next job.
